TOWN OF FIFIELD REGULAR BOARD MEETING

MINUTES of January 17, 2013
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE AND ROLL CALL:  Meeting was brought to order on January 17, 2013 at 6:30 p.m. at the Fifield Town Hall.  Pledge of Allegiance was recited.  Roll Call:  F. Sevcik, J. Hintz, R. Severt present.  Also present S. Putnam and 5 others. 
MINUTES:  Motion (Hintz, Severt) to accept the minutes of the January 3, 2013 regular board meeting as presented.  Motion approved, voice vote. 
TREASURER’S REPORT:  Presented and accepted was the treasurer’s report for December, 2012. 

TOWN CREW REPORT: T. Fleming reported that the crew has been clearing the right of way on Brahmstadt and will also include part of Whitmore Rd.  The clerk was instructed to send letters to property owners along Whitmore asking them if they want the wood cut on their property.  N. Sevcik stated that Ross Dudzik, Land Conservation Technician for Price County suggested that the town implement the “no-mowing” practice at Movrich Park, starting for the spring of 2013 for the bank from Hwy 70 to the base of the ditch bottom and 35’ landward of the ordinary high water mark of low-use areas along the shorefront.  Sevcik was asked to get in writing the suggestions and requirements from Price County Land Conservation and the WI DNR regarding the “no mowing” practice.
DISCUSS QUOTES FOR SCRAP METAL REMOVAL AND RELATED SERVICES:  Written quotes were received from Continental Computer Recycling, Northland Recycling, JB Disposal Inc. and J. Durand was present to submit a verbal quote for Durand Companies.  The board will invite Northland, JB and Durand to attend a meeting on February 21, 2013 in order to conduct interviews.  J. Durand agreed to a 90 day extension on his current contract that expires February 2, 2013.  Motion (Hintz, Sevcik) to continue with Durand under the 90 day extension.  Motion approved, voice vote (2-0).  
REVIEW ORDINANCE NO. 96 TITLED REGULATION OF MUNICIPAL REFUSE DISPOSAL:  R. Severt made several suggestions which the clerk will incorporate into the draft ordinance for future consideration by the board.

DISCUSS LETTER RECEIVED FROM WISCONSIN DEPARTMENT OF SAFETY AND PROFESSIONAL SERVICES IN REGARD TO DURAND COMPANIES STORAGE BUILDING:  J. Durand informed the board that his engineer will be performing a final inspection of the building.  J. Hintz asked that a copy of the engineer’s report be made available to the town board.  Durand agreed.

PUBLIC COMMENT:  D. Lapp requested a copy of Ordinance No. 96 when finalized and also requested a street light be installed at the intersection of Maple St and Linden Ave.  T. Fleming will check with Excel Energy regarding this.
