MINUTES:  Motion (Severt, Sevcik) to accept the minutes of the February 21, 2013 special board meeting.  Motion approved, voice vote.  Motion (Severt, Sevcik) to accept the minutes of the February 21, 2013 regular board meeting.  Motion approved, voice vote.    
TOWN CREW REPORT: T. Fleming reported that town roads will be posted following Price County’s schedule which will be March 18th at the latest.  D. Ocker will fill in as a part-time employee as needed.  Fleming will be attending a Digger’s Hotline workshop which is being offered at no cost.  Fleming has been scrapping roads as the weather permits. 
FIRE DEPARTMENT REPORT:  In W. Felch’s absence, no Fire Dept. #1 report was given.  T. Mantor, Fire Dept. #2 reported that activity consisted of several mutual aid calls.       

DISCUSS NON-PAYMENT BY DURAND FOR SCRAP METAL COLLECTION:  Durand is behind in paying for scrap metal collected with the last payment being made for scrap metal collected in June, 2012.  F. Sevcik will contact Atty. B. Marshall on how to handle the past due amounts.   
DISCUSS TERMINATION OF DURAND EXTENSION OF CONTRACT BECAUSE OF NON-PAYMENT:

Marshall regarding this.

Hintz has attended as a County Board Supervisor, USDA-APHIS-Wildlife Services contract for beaver control which the Chairman signed, and Wisconsin DOT Material Storage Site Management Inspection Report for the town’s salt/sand shed indicating no follow up required.
