TOWN OF FIFIELD REGULAR BOARD MEETING

MINUTES of May 16, 2013
ROLL CALL:  Meeting was brought to order on May 16, 2013 at 6:30 p.m. at the Fifield Town Hall.  Roll Call:  D. Noetzel, J. Hintz, J. Wierzba present.  Also present S. Putnam and 13 others. 
MINUTES:  Motion (Hintz, Noetzel) to accept the minutes of the May 2, 2013 regular board meeting as presented.  Motion approved, voice vote. 
TREASURER’S REPORT:  Presented and accepted was the treasurer’s report for April, 2013.  
TOWN CREW REPORT: T. Fleming reported that the grader is down again with the same issue as before.  A replacement machine was received within 24 hours from the dealer.  Major repair will be done and will be covered under warranty.  Posting of roads came off today except for Bay and Dam Roads which will be posted for one more week.  Movrich Park has been opened for the season.  The playground equipment needs staining.  N. Sevcik would like the crew to do this.  Fleming noted that this could be done in June and that the equipment would be fenced for 3 days and no use allowed until the stain dries.  The crew has been busy sweeping, patching and grading roads.  A depreciated value for the blacktop on Berry Patch Rd needs to be determined for the claim to the moving company that caused damage to the road.  A doctor’s statement was received for T. Fleming stating he is able to work without restrictions.    

DISCUSS HIRING FOR CRACK FILLING:  Motion (Wierzba, Hintz) to contract with Lakes Asphalt Maintenance to crack fill town roads for $10,626.  Motion approved, voice vote.  
DISCUSS RESOLUTION NO. 2013-02, ADOPTING A CITIZEN PARTICIPATION PLAN FOR THE COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT PROGRAM TO FUND THE SANITARY DISTRICT’S SEWER LIFT STATION REPLACEMENT PROJECT:  Motion (Hintz, Wierzba) to adopt Resolution No. 2013-02, Adopting a Citizen Participation Plan for the Community Development Program to Fund the Sanitary District’s Sewer Lift Station Replacement Project.  Roll call vote:  Hintz – aye, Wierzba – aye, Noetzel – aye.  Motion approved.  The required Public Hearing for the project was scheduled for 6:00 p.m. on June 6, 2013 at the Fifield Town Hall.  
DISCUSS DATE FOR ANNUAL ROAD TOUR:  The annual road tour was scheduled for 11:00 a.m. on May 31, 2013 to start at the Fifield Town Hall.  
DISCUSS UPCOMING UNEMPLOYMENT INSURANCE HEARING:  The unemployment appeal hearing for J. Spaulding will be held at 12:30 p.m. on May 22, 2013.  The clerk and J. Hintz will attend to represent the employer.  
DISCUSS JOB DESCRIPTION, EMPLOYMENT APPLICATION AND FILLING OF THE VACANT ROAD CREW POSITION:  The job description and employment application were reviewed and changes made.  The clerk was instructed to run a notice in the newspaper for a full time position and a part time position with applications to be returned by June 5, 2013.  
DISCUSS UPDATING THE TOWN OF FIFIELD EMERGENCY OPERATIONS PLAN:  Board members were given a copy of the Town’s Emergency Operations Plan for review for the next meeting.
MOVRICH PARK REVITALIZATION COMMITTEE UPDATE: N. Sevcik updated the board on the committee’s progress and presented an “Interpretive Media Plan” prepared by students from the Stevens Point University for Movrich Park.  
DISCUSS ATV ORDINANCE TO INCLUDE UTVS:  Motion (Hintz, Wierzba) to adopt Ordinance No. 97, Amendment to Ordinance No. 86 to Include UTVs.  Roll call vote:  Hintz – aye, Wierzba – aye, Noetzel – aye.  Motion approved.
DISCUSS OPENING TO ATVs SIMON ROAD, N. VOIGHT ROAD, VOIGHT ROAD AND FORK ROAD:  

Motion (Hintz, Wierzba) to table the matter until after the discussion of practices, policy and Memorandum of Understating concerning ATV route request.  Motion approved, voice vote.  
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DISCUSS REVIEWING INSURANCE:  The clerk was instructed to solicit quotes for insurance and to get quotes for both replacement coverage and for agreed value coverage.  
DISCUSS PRACTICES, POLICY, AND MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING CONCERNING ATV ROUTE REQUEST:  The board took no action.  The practices, policy and MOU will remain as is.  
DISCUSS OPENING TO ATVS SIMON ROAD, N. VOIGHT ROAD, VOIGHT ROAD AND FORK ROAD:  Motion (Wierzba, Hintz) to amend the Town of Fifield’s Official ATV Route map to include Simon, N. Voight, Voight and Fork Roads.  Roll call vote:  Hintz – aye, Wierzba – aye, Noetzel – aye.  Motion approved.   Motion (Hintz, Wierzba) to set the speed limit at 25 mph for ATVs / UTVs on Simon, N. Voight, Voight and Fork Roads.  Roll call vote:  Hintz – aye, Wierzba – aye, Noetzel – aye.  Motion approved.  The roads are to be signed “Local Access Only”.    

DRIVEWAY ACCESS PERMITS:  None.  
PUBLIC COMMENT:  R. Severt questioned why the town is mowing the property along the railroad tracks, across from the Kountry Kafe.  It was stated that the town has mowed this for years in an effort to make the area look better.     
CORRESPONDENCE:  Chair D. Noetzel received a thank you from W. Elkow to the fire department for their help with sand bagging his property.  Correspondence included a thank you from the Chequamegon school bus drivers for keeping the roads open during the winter season, Central Culvert solicitation, Timber Cutting Notice for J. Mader property, notice of Open House at the Park Falls Children’s Library, and notice of a sex offender moving into the town.  

REVIEW INVOICES:  Invoices were reviewed.  Motion (Hintz, Wierzba) to accept the invoices for payment.  Motion approved, voice vote.
ADJOURN:  Motion at 8:05 p.m. (Wierzba, Hintz) to adjourn.  Motion approved, voice vote.
