DISCUSS ROADS, CULVERTS AND PROJECTS WITH D. CAMPBELL OF THE CHEQUAMEGON-NICOLET NATIONAL FOREST SERVICE:  Motion (J. Wierzba, J. Hintz) to cooperate with the Forest Service in applying to the Eastern Federal Lands Access Program for funding for the Squaw Creek stream crossing replacement project.  Motion approved, voice vote.  Also discussed were the conditions of the Riley Creek Bridge on FR147 and the Springstead Creek Bridge deck.  D. Campbell was asked if the town could continue to dump stumps from the right of way clearing project on FR136 (Gates Lake Rd) on the south side of Fish Trap Rd and Campbell said yes. Fleming stated that the town will need 5,000 yards of gravel from the Forest Service for maintaining roads, with Newman Springs, Clover Creek and Gates Lake pits being sources for this gravel.  Campbell was asked about providing small 12” culverts for town use but commented that it would be faster if the town buys them directly and does the installation than to go through the process of having the forest service check out the road, make the order, get approval, etc.
