TOWN OF FIFIELD REGULAR BOARD MEETING

MINUTES of June 20, 2013
ROLL CALL:  Meeting was brought to order on Thursday, June 20, 2013 at 6:30 p.m. at the Pike Lake Fire Hall.  Present:  D. Noetzel, J. Hintz, J. Wierzba, S. Putnam and 7 others. 
MINUTES:  Motion (Hintz, Wierzba) to accept the minutes of the June 6, 2013 regular and the May 31, 2013 and June 12, 2013 special board meetings.  Motion approved, voice vote. 
TREASURER’S REPORT:  Presented and accepted was the treasurer’s report for May, 2013.  
TOWN CREW REPORT: T. Fleming reported that Rainbow Play Systems replaced the cracked slide at Movrich Park and that he was given information for staining the equipment, including the color code for the stain.  Crack filling of roads was started.  A compressor has been rented for one month to aid in crack filling.  Fleming asked that the ATV club be made aware that they should be installing their own posts, not using the ones already installed as these are used to post load limits.  Fleming also asked to hold off on putting sand at the volley ball court at the park because of the wet conditions there.

APPROVE RENEWAL OF ALCOHOL BEVERAGE LICENSES:  Motion (Wierzba, Hintz) to approve the renewal of the Class “B” Combination Beer and Liquor license for Idle Hour Resort LLC - Idle Hour Resort.  Motion approved, voice vote, D. Noetzel abstained.  Motion (Hintz, Wierzba) to approve the renewal of the Class “A” Beer license for Bernie Luedtke-Seed N Feed Store, Class “A” Combination Beer and Liquor licenses for K J’s Meat & Cheese LLC-Fifield Grocery and JENA Corp-Fifield Station, and Class “B” Combination Beer and Liquor licenses for Hicks’ Landing Inc-Hicks’ Landing, J C Homestead Inc-Homestead Bar, Kountry Kafe LLC–Kountry Kafe, Merri C. DISCUSS UNEMPLOYMENT BENEFITS APPEAL DETERMINATION:  No action was taken.
DRIVEWAY ACCESS PERMITS:  None.  The permitting process was discussed in general.  
PUBLIC COMMENT:  T. Mantor expressed concern regarding scrap metal collection at Pike Lake as it appears Northland Recycling is sorting through and picking up some of the scrap but not all of it.      
CORRESPONDENCE:  D. Noetzel reported on a call from N. Sevcik regarding the confusion about the marking of the 35’ no mow area at Movrich Park which now has been marked by E. Lund, Price County Land Conservation.  E-mails included Associated Appraisal’s renewal contract for the board’s consideration, Price County Emergency Government’s notice of Emergency Management Workshop sponsored by UW–Green Bay, and WisDOT Bureau of Transportation Safety’s WI Traffic Safety Reporter.  Correspondence included Price County’s letter regarding the Site Assessment Grant Application filed for the former L. Baars property, the town’s responsibility would be$4,150, Phillips Youth Baseball & Softball solicitation for support, and US Conference of Mayors’ solicitation for their 457 Deferred Compensation Program.
