TOWN OF FIFIELD REGULAR BOARD MEETING

MINUTES OF July 3, 2013
ROLL CALL:  Meeting was brought to order on July 3, 2013 at 6:15 p.m. at Movrich Park. Roll Call:  D. Noetzel, J. Hintz, J. Wierzba present.  Also present were S. Putnam and 2 others.
DISCUSS NO-MOW POLICY FOR MOVRICH PARK:  The board looked at the area marked for no mowing by E. Lund, Price County Land Conservation.  T. Nicholls presented information regarding the no mowing policy and the conclusion was made that mowing was the most effective way to keep reed canary grass in check.  The board moved the meeting to the Town Hall at 6:50 where 3 others joined the meeting.  No action was taken on the no-mow policy until N. Sevcik, Chair of the Movrich Park Revitalization Committee could be in attendance.   
MINUTES:  Motion (Hintz, Wierzba) to accept the minutes of the June 19, 2013 special board meeting and the June 20, 2013 regular board meeting.  Motion approved, voice vote.    
TOWN CREW REPORT: T. Fleming reported that the Forest Service has posted the bridge on Fish Trap Road over Riley Creek. Long Asphalt has completed their crack filling of town roads.  The town crew has finished their crack filling.  Fleming suggested the town budget next year for a compressor instead of renting one.  The cost would be approximately $10,000.  The part time employee E. Cichy has been mowing roads and is doing a good job.  Fleming prepared the storm water permit for Brahmstadt road and the Chair signed it.  The Chair drafted an e-mail to send to Stacey Finley regarding the damage on Berry Patch Rd.  T. Nicholls reported that he picked up the stain for the playground equipment when he was in Madison.  
FIRE DEPARTMENT REPORT:  W. Felch, Fire Dept. #1 reported that activity was quiet.  There were 5 First Responder calls.  Lawnmower races were held July 6th.  Lettering is being ordered for the memorial wall.   
DISCUSS OPENING WHITE ROCK, DAVIS AND BERRY PATCH ROADS TO ATVS:  Survey results were reviewed.  Motion (Noetzel, Wierzba) to amend the Town of Fifield Official ATV Map to include White Rock, Davis, and Berry Patch Roads with a speed limit of 20 mph on White Rock and Davis Road and 10 mph on Berry Patch Road.  Roll call vote:  Wierzba – aye, Noetzel – aye, Hintz – abstained.  Motion approved.  The roads are to be signed “local access only”.    
DISCUSS RENEWAL OF TOWN ASSESSOR CONTRACT WITH ASSOCIATED APPRAISAL:  Motion (Hintz, Wierzba) to renew the three year contract with Associated Appraisal Consultants, Inc.  Motion approved, voice vote.
APPROVE PICNIC LICENSE FOR JULY 6, 2013 LAWNMOWER RACES AND FIFIELD PICNIC AND SEPTEMBER 1, 2013 PIKE LAKE FUN DAY:  Motion (Hintz, Wierzba) to approve picnic licenses for FFFI for the lawnmower races and Fifield Picnic on July 6, 2013 and the Pike Lake Chain Firefighters for the September 1, 2013 Pike Lake Fun Day.  Motion approved, voice vote.
DISCUSS BOATING ORDINANCE NO. 47:  Discussion tabled for the next regular board meeting.  
DRIVEWAY ACCESS PERMITS:  None
PUBLIC COMMENT:  D. Lapp, Fifield American Legion asked about having their monthly meetings at the Fifield Town Hall.  It was noted that their meeting dates conflict with the Sanitary District’s.  
CORRESPONDENCE:  Correspondence included Price County’s notice that the county was awarded a Brownfields Site Assessment Grant of up to $36,700 for environmental investigation activities at W7243 Walnut St.  formerly the L. Baars property,  Price County Zoning’s notice of an application for a Special Exception permit filed by Hellebrands for a reduced lot line setback of 5 feet, notice for Humane Officer Training, and a thank you from Rural Insurance for the opportunity to quote the town’s insurance.
