ROLL CALL:  Meeting was brought to order on September 5, 2013 at 6:35 p.m. at the Fifield Town Hall.  Roll Call:  D. Noetzel, J. Hintz, J. Wierzba present.  Also present were S. Putnam and 6 others.
MINUTES:  Motion (Wierzba, Hintz) to accept the minutes of the August 15, 2013 regular board meeting as amended.  Motion approved, voice vote.  Motion (Hintz, Wierzba) to accept the minutes of the August 15, 2013 and August 19, 2013 special board meetings as presented.  Motion approved, voice vote.    
TOWN CREW REPORT: T. Fleming reported on culvert work done on King Road and ditch work done on Hicks Landing Road.  He also reported that after Briske Rd was graded, an ATV tore up the road.  
FIRE DEPARTMENT REPORT:  W. Felch, Fire Dept. #1 reported that fire activity was quiet with a couple of first responder calls.  T. Mantor reported that fire activity was quiet with three med calls during the Pike Lake Fun Day.  He also reported that his copy machine went down and he would like to replace it.  The clerk’s office has the same make copier that they use as a spare.  Mantor was invited to check it out and if found adequate, offered its’ use.  

PARK FALLS AREA COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT CORPORATION ANNUAL REPORT AND REQUEST FOR A 2014 CONTRIBUTION:  F. Kemp, Administrator presented the 2013 Annual Report and made a request for a 2014 contribution.  Motion (Hintz, Wierzba) to approve the budgeting of $1,250 for a 2014 contribution to the Park Falls Area Community Development Corporation.  Motion approved, voice vote.  
PARK FALLS AREA COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT CORPORATION DISCUSSION OF POTENTIAL FIFIELD INDUSTRIAL PARK SITE WITH A REQUEST TO HAVE PRELIMINARY COST ESTIMATES COMPLETED BY MSA FOR THE SPECIFIC SITE:  B. Michels, Administrative Assistant presented to the board the “2013 Greater Park Falls Area Industrial Park Site Search, Land Owner’s Booklet prepared for the Old School Site” in the Town of Fifield.  MSA Professional Services has been retained, through a grant, to determine preliminary cost estimates for developing industrial parks at five sites, one of which is the Old School Site.  Motion (Wierzba, Hintz) to cooperate with MSA and the Park Falls Area Community Development Corporation to have a preliminary cost estimate completed for the Old School Site.  Motion approved, voice vote.  
DISCUSS NEW HIRE FULL TIME ROAD CREW WORKER POSITION:  No action was taken.  A special board meeting has been scheduled to meet with the new hire.  
DISCUSS FEDERAL HIGHWAY ADMINISTRATION FUNDING PROGRAM FOR LOCAL ROAD PROJECTS:  Motion (Hintz, Wierzba) to apply for Federal Highway Administration funding for road work on Twin Lakes Road.  Motion approved, voice vote.  The clerk was instructed to e-mail D. Payne, Access Program Manager to request a two week extension for filing the application to 9-23-13, per Chair Noetzel conversation with D. Payne.
AMEND 2013 BUDGET:  Motion (Wierzba, Hintz) to amend the 2013 budget to increase Intergovernmental Revenue by $2,000 and to increase expenses of Other Insurance/Bonds by $1,500 and Conservation and Development by $500.00.  Roll call vote:  Hintz – aye, Wierzba – aye, Noetzel – aye.  Motion approved.
DRIVEWAY ACCESS PERMITS:  None.
PUBLIC COMMENT:  None
CORRESPONDENCE:  Chair Noetzel reported on conversations with Monica Gibbs regarding patching Chada Road at the intersection of Hicks Landing and Chada Roads and Darian Eitel-Warshall regarding issues arising from the fire department burning a garage next to her property.
