TOWN OF FIFIELD REGULAR BOARD MEETING

MINUTES OF October 3, 2013
ROLL CALL:  Meeting was brought to order on October 3, 2013 at 6:30 p.m. at the Fifield Town Hall.  Roll Call:  D. Noetzel, J. Hintz, J. Wierzba present.  Also present were S. Putnam and 4 others.
MINUTES:  Motion (Wierzba, Hintz) to accept the minutes of the September 19, 2013 regular board meeting.    Motion approved, voice vote.    
TREASURER’S REPORT:  Presented and accepted were the August and September, 2013 treasurer’s reports

TOWN CREW REPORT: T. Fleming reported that Movrich Park was closed for the season.  The crew is hauling gravel provided by the Forest Service on Gates Lakes, Forest Road 508, Sugarbush, and Smith Rapids Roads.  Chair D Noetzel presented the Forest Service’s fully executed Gravel Haul & Maintenance Agreement 13-RO-11091301-063 for filing.  Fleming reported that a resident’s vehicle suffered damage after hitting a ridge of gravel on Springstead Road during maintenance of the road, despite the fact that the road project was signed.  Fleming presented the completed gas tax maps to the Chair for signing.  
FIRE DEPARTMENT REPORT:  W. Felch, Fire Dept. #1 reported that his department will be burning a  home that the Price County Health Department condemned after the owner passed away in the dwelling and was not found for several weeks.  The Friends of the Fifield Firefighters will be holding an open house at the fire hall on October 19, 2013 for the first responders.  Local crafters will be using the hall at the end of the month for a craft sale event.  Felch also reported that he met with an officer from the Price County Sheriff’s Department regarding the unauthorized use of the fuel card.  T. Mantor, Fire Dept. #2 reported on another false alarm at the problem residence, otherwise activity was quiet.  His will be ordering 22 rolls of 2½“ hose, approximate cost $3,200

DISCUSS TRANSFER STATION ATTENDANT’S AUTHORITY:  An incident of illegal dumping of construction materials at the transfer station was reported.  The party, subsequent to a conversation with Supervisor J. Hintz, removed the materials.  The board affirmed the transfer site attendant’s authority to refuse unacceptable materials.  

AUTHORIZE THE CHAIR TO SIGN PROPERTY DAMAGE RELEASE REGARDING BERRY PATCH ROAD:  Motion (Wierzba, Hintz) to authorize the Chair to sign the Property Damage Release regarding Allied Van Lines, Inc. and the damage done to Berry Patch Road.  Motion approved, voice vote.  The town will be receiving a check for $5,000 in return for signing the release.  
DISCUSS LRIP APPLICATION:  No action was taken as the town received funds during the 2012-2013 cycle.    
DISCUSS EASTERN FEDERAL LANDS ACCESS PROGRAM PROJECT APPLICATIONS:  The application for the replacement of the Squaw Creek Crossing has been submitted.  The Twin Lakes Road reconstruction project is estimated to cost $500,000 for 3.88 miles of road.  The board took no action on this application.  
DISCUSS RESOLUTION OPPOSING NR115:  Motion (Wierzba, Hintz) to draft a resolution opposing any changes to NR115.  Roll call vote:  Wierzba- aye, Hintz – aye, Noetzel – aye.  Motion approved.  
DISCUSS SOLICITING QUOTES FOR NEW PICKUP TRUCK:  T. Fleming was instructed to get quotes from several dealers for a new pickup truck.
AMEND 2013 BUDGET:  Motion (Hintz, Wierzba) to amend the 2013 budget to increase Intergovernmental Revenue by $10,000 and to increase Capital Outlay by $10,000.  Roll call vote:  Hintz – aye, Wierzba – aye, Noetzel – aye.  Motion approved.
2014 BUDGET REVIEW:  The budget was reviewed.  The date for the Public Hearing and Special Town Meeting on the budget was set for 6:00 p.m. on Thursday, November 7, 2013 with the regular board meeting to follow.   
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DRIVEWAY ACCESS PERMITS:  None.
PUBLIC COMMENT:  None
CORRESPONDENCE:  Correspondence included an invitation to the PF Chamber of Commerce’s Fall Banquet, and letters of interest in providing services from J B Disposal, Inc. for scrap metal collection and American Engineering Testing, Inc. for petroleum contamination remediation.  Chair Noetzel reported that he talked with R. Ernst regarding closing the DNR file for contamination at the W7179 Balsam St. site.  He will get estimated costs to do another sampling.  . 
REVIEW INVOICES: Motion (Wierzba, Hintz) to accept invoices for payment. Motion approved, voice vote.
