TOWN OF FIFIELD REGULAR BOARD MEETING

MINUTES OF November 7, 2013
ROLL CALL:  Meeting was brought to order on November 7, 2013 at 6:28 p.m. at the Fifield Town Hall.  Roll Call:  D. Noetzel, J. Hintz, J. Wierzba present.  Also present were S. Putnam and 8 others.
MINUTES:  Motion (Hintz, Wierzba) to accept the minutes of the October 17, 2013 regular board meeting.    Motion approved, voice vote.    
TOWN CREW REPORT: T. Fleming reported that the crew finished up the hauling of gravel on Forest Service roads.  The no wake buoys have been taken off of the Pike Lake Chain of Lakes.  The warning buoy for the dam is in bad shape.  Fleming will check with the Forest Service to see if they will replace it.  If not, the area lake association may.  The crew is now catching up on equipment maintenance and getting the trucks ready for winter.  
FIRE DEPARTMENT REPORT:  W. Felch, Fire Dept. #1 reported on a grass fire and an assist with Phillips for a garage fire.  His department held elections.  The former assistant chief did not run.  To fill the position, officers moved up positions with Jake Mann coming in as Second Lieutenant.  He reported putting a fireman on suspension and that all equipment in the fireman’s possession was returned.  A meeting on MAVS will be held in December.  T. Mantor, Fire Dept. #2 reported that activity was quiet.  Two firemen will be attending a fire class.  The clerk gave each fire chief a copy of the WisDOT letter noticing the town and local emergency service providers of an upcoming project in the summer of 2014 to preserve the recently installed centerline rumble strips on Hwy 70 from Hwy 13 to the Oneida County line.  The highway will remain open during construction.  J. Hintz reported on a conversation with B. Daniels, WI State Patrol, where he asked that the state patrol not bring trucks or their scale onto the Fifield Fire Department parking lot because of the damage this does to the blacktop.         

MOVRICH PARK REVITALIZATION COMMITTEE UPDATE:  N. Sevcik presented an update on the committee’s projects.  They have abandoned the Shoreland restoration project completely because of the fact that reed grass exists upstream.  They would like to start a rain garden area by developing a 4’ X 6” experimental plot this fall.  T. Beringer is working on the permit for a new canoe/kayak landing.  The committee has the funds for the new landing and reconstruction of the current landing.  Three informative signs will be placed at the park, one regarding history, one regarding natural habitat and one regarding invasive species.  The tree that was removed will be replaced.  An organization that gives away trees to parks will be contacted.  Fleming will check out the swing set at the park, which came from the old Fifield School, to see what needs to be done to bring it up to current safety standards.     

DISCUSS RESOLUTION OPPOSING NR115:  Motion (Hintz, Wierzba) to adopt Resolution No. 2013-04, Opposition to DNR’s Proposed Revision to Shoreland Zoning Rules (NR115).  Roll call vote:  Hintz – aye, Wierzba – aye, Noetzel – aye.  Motion approved.  
DISCUSS SOLICITING QUOTES FOR AUDIT SERVICES:  Motion (Wierzba, Hintz) to direct the clerk to solicit quotes for town audit services.  Motion approved, voice vote.     
DISCUSS REMEDIATION OF CONTAMINATION AT W7179 BALSAM STREET:  The Company that will be taking samples at the old Baars property this fall was contacted regarding possibly doing the sampling at W7179 Balsam Street.  The equipment they will have here is too big to do this.  The crew will do the drilling in the spring.    
ADOPT 2014 BUDGET:  Motion (Hintz, Wierzba) to adopt the 2014 budget, with a town tax levy of $240,935, fire department #1 levy of $88,641, and fire department #2levy of $67,941, as approved by the special town Meeting.  Roll call vote:  Hintz – aye, Wierzba – aye, Noetzel – aye.  Motion approved.  
DISCUSS PURCHASE OF ONE-TON TOWN PICKUP TRUCK:  Prices are Chevy - $32,800, Dodge - $34,100, and Ford - $38,700.  Motion (Hintz, Wierzba) to buy the Dodge one-ton for $34,100 and to authorize the Chair to sign the necessary paperwork.  Roll call vote:  Hintz – aye, Wierzba – aye, Noetzel – aye.  Motion approved.
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DRIVEWAY ACCESS PERMITS:  None.
PUBLIC COMMENT:  T. Nicholls asked when the sampling at the old Baars property was going to be done.  He also expressed his concern over the parking of a vehicle on the grass between the sidewalk and the curb near the intersection of the Post Office and Hwy 13.  
CORRESPONDENCE:  Chair Noetzel reported on a conversation with M. Sloan.  Sloan is agreeable to the moving of his mailbox.  Correspondence included a bill from the Park Falls Ambulance Service for $35,814, the town’s share of a new ambulance, WTA’s letter asking for the town to adopt a resolution opposing SB 349 relating to regulation of nonmetallic mining, notice of the Price County Town Road Improvement Program Committee meeting, Display Sales and Design solicitation for fireworks services, and an e-mail of recommendation for JB Disposal from the Town of Lake Supervisor D. Wagner.   
REVIEW INVOICES: Motion (Hintz, Wierzba) to accept invoices for payment. Motion approved, voice vote.
