ROLL CALL:  Meeting was brought to order on January 6, 2014 at 6:30 p.m. at the Fifield Town Hall.  Roll call:  D. Noetzel, J. Hintz, J. Wierzba present.  Also present S. Putnam and 3 others. 
MINUTES:  Motion (Hintz, Wierzba) to accept the minutes of the January 2, 2014 regular board meeting as presented.  Motion approved, voice vote. 
TREASURER’S REPORT:  Presented and accepted was the treasurer’s report for December, 2013. 

TOWN CREW REPORT: T. Fleming reported that the new Dodge pickup truck is in.  He will pick it up on Friday and Wheel Way will install the plow on Monday.  The Forest Services is starting the process to allow the town to crush gravel at their pit for Sheep Ranch Rd.  Bids will have to be let by the town for the crushing of the gravel.  Fleming was informed by the Forest Service that the Squaw Creek Replacement Project is still in the running for funding.  The alley off of Maple Street has been cleaned up.  
DISCUSS SOLICITING BIDS FOR THE SALE OF THE 1996 DODGE 2500:  Motion (Hintz, Wierzba) to solicit bids for the sale of the 1996 Dodge 2500 with Western Plow, minimum bid of $1,200 and bid opening at the regular board meeting on February 6, 2014.  Motion approved, voice vote.  The clerk will run the notice for two weeks in the Park Falls Herald and the Zone II Shopper


DISCUSS DEVELOPING AN ORDINANCE TO REGULATE INTERNAL COMBUSTION BOAT MOTORS ON BYHRE LAKE:  The Chair was approached about regulating gas motors on Byhre Lake and allowing electric motors.  The process will be started to enact a boating ordinance for this purpose.  
DISCUSS SIGNING SERVICE AGREEMENT WITH CONTINENTAL COMPUTER RECYCLING: Motion (Wierzba, Hintz) to authorize the Chair to sign the service agreement with Continental computer Recycling as amended by the board.  Motion approved, voice vote.  The amended agreement excludes household appliances and items that can be sold as scrap metal.  .  
DISCUSS NOTICE OF SETTLEMENT CONFERENCE REGARDING R DELEASKY WORKERS COMPENSATION MATTER:  The board was informed of the rescheduled date for the hearing of February 26, 2014 in Madison.  No action was taken.
DRIVEWAY ACCESS PERMITS:  None
PUBLIC COMMENT:  R. Lapp had a question regarding raffle ticket sales at the Fifield Fun Day.  He was directed to R. Plant as Plant may be more knowledgeable of the laws pertaining to raffle tickets.  R. Severt requested that the Fire Department conduct an inspection of the Durand Companies property.  He was told to talk with Fire Chief W. Felch regarding this.
