TOWN OF FIFIELD REGULAR BOARD MEETING

MINUTES OF February 6, 2014
ROLL CALL:  Meeting was brought to order on February 6, 2014 at 6:30 p.m. at the Fifield Town Hall.  Roll Call:  D. Noetzel, J. Hintz, J. Wierzba present.  Also present were S. Putnam and 6 others.
MINUTES:  Motion (Wierzba, Hintz) to accept the minutes of the January 16, 2014 regular board meeting as amended.    Motion approved, voice vote.    
TOWN CREW REPORT: T. Fleming reported that the new pickup is now in use.  T. Faller will be attending the union sponsored MSHA training while the crew and J. Hintz will be attending the refresher training through NTC on April 10th.  The crew has kept busy maintaining town roads.  
FIRE DEPARTMENT REPORT:  W. Felch, Fire Dept. #1 reported on an assist with Park Falls for a house fire.  The department also responded to a car rollover.  Hansen HVAC repaired a problem with the fire hall furnace.  Felch talked with R. Severt regarding Severt’s request for an inspection of the Durand Companies property.  Felch will not be honoring his request.  Chair Noetzel reported on a letter from the DNR verifying that the transfer facility appeared to be inactive and that the solid waste transfer facility license has lapsed.  T. Mantor, Fire Dept. #2 reported that activity was quiet.  He would like to outfit the rescue boat with a platform to aid in getting people from the water into the boat.  The total coast for the platform and conversion of the boat should not be more than $5,000.  The board had no problem with this as long as the cost is covered within his budget.    

OPEN BIDS FOR 1996 DODGE 2500 WITH WESTERN PLOW:  Five bids were received ranging from $1,250 to $1,757.  Motion (Wierzba, Hintz) to accept Kevin P Bushman’s bid of $1,757.00.  Roll call:  Wierzba – aye, Hintz – aye, Noetzel – aye.  Motion approved. 
DISCUSS SOLICITING BIDS FOR GRAVEL CRUSHING:  Motion to let bids to crush 13,000 yards of gravel, ¾ minus, with crushing to be done no later than August 1, 2014 with the bid opening to be held on the board’s regular meeting of March 20, 2014.  
DISCUSS PFACDC PLANS FOR DEVELOPMENT OF A FIFIELD INDUSTRIAL PARK:  The clerk was instructed to e-mail PFACDC that the board has concerns with the proposal and has possible suggestions for alternatives or even expansion and would like to schedule a meeting to discuss these concerns.  
DISCUSS FOREST SERVICE TIMBER SALES FOR REMOVING TREES FROM TOWN ROAD RIGHT OF WAYS:  T. Fleming will response to the Forest Service letter regarding removing trees from town road right of ways.
DRIVEWAY ACCESS PERMITS:  None.
PUBLIC COMMENT:  S. Kundinger asked if Old 70, Krucky and Briske Roads could be opened to ATVs.  He was informed that he will need to go through the ATV club and that he should contact the clerk at a later date to help with this process.  D. Lapp informed the board that he is waiting for R. Plant to get back to him regarding the new laws for duck race tickets.  He will update the board at a later date.   
CORRESPONDENCE: Correspondence included the DNR’s letter regarding the Durand Companies lapsed license and verified inactivity, a Timber Cutting Permit for Ralph Carden, e-mail from P. Griepentrog regarding the propane shortage, notice of a “Damage Assessment” workshop being put on by WI Emergency Management, notice of a “Reasonable Suspicion” training being put on by Bellin Health and a solicitation from Construction Business Group for their services in complying with bid, prevailing wage and public works construction law.  .
