TOWN OF FIFIELD REGULAR BOARD MEETING

MINUTES of February 20, 2014

ROLL CALL:  Meeting was brought to order on February 20, 2014 at 6:30 p.m. at the Fifield Town Hall.  Roll call:  D. Noetzel, J. Hintz, J. Wierzba present.  Also present S. Putnam and 4 others. 
MINUTES:  Motion (Hintz, Wierzba) to accept the minutes of the February 6, 2014 regular board meeting as amended.  Motion approved, voice vote. 
TREASURER’S REPORT:  Presented and accepted was the treasurer’s report for January, 2014. 

FOREST HOME CEMETERY ANNUAL REPORT:  Presented and accepted was the Forest Home Cemetery 2013 Annual Report as prepared by Forest Home Administrator Brian Ernst.
TOWN CREW REPORT: T. Fleming reported that he and Chair D Noetzel will be attending the free Site Solution Technical Seminar scheduled for March 27th at Club 13 in Phillips.   Fleming asked that Wes from Northland Recycling be contacted regarding his piling of scrap metal at the Transfer Sites.  Fleming is having difficulty snowplowing around the piles.  Fleming reported that the water pipes coming into the building froze up.  They were thawed and he is running water to keep them open.  The Sanitary District will credit for the extra water usage.  
DISCUSS ASSISTING INDEPENDENT SNOWPLOW OPERATORS:  Motion (Hintz, Wierzba) to authorize the Chair to negotiate with T. Birchell, at the state rate, for grader services if Birchell cannot get any private businesses to do so.  Motion approved, voice vote.     
SIGN FOREST SERVICE’S EXHIBIT A – OPERATING PLAN FOR MINERAL MATERIALS CONTRACT:  Motion (Hintz, Wierzba) to authorize the Chair to sign the Forest Service’s Exhibit A Operating Plan for Mineral Materials Contract.  Motion approve, voice vote.  The contract’s requirement for a pre-activity operational meeting was reviewed.  The meeting is to be held before any pit operations can begin.  
DISCUSS UNION CONTRACT REGARDING CARRYOVER OF UNUSED VACATION DAYS:  Motion (Hintz, Wierzba) to amend, one-time only, the union contract to allow the carryover of unused 2013 vacation days for 120 days past January 1st.  Motion approved, voice vote.  
DISCUSS UNION CONTRACT REGARDING HEALTH INSURANCE FOR PROBATIONARY EMPLOYEES:  The board determined that under Article 10 – Health Insurance, Section C – Probationary Employees, that medical insurance would be available to T. Faller.  
DISCUSS PFACDC INDUSTRIAL PARK SITE PRELIMINARY LAYOUT:  The board reviewed and agreed with the changes made to the Industrial Park Site Preliminary Layout.  
SIGN REVISED CDBG-PF APPLICATION FOR REPLACEMENT/UPGRADES OF MAIN LIFT STATION:  Motion (Wierzba, Hintz) to authorize the Chair to sign the CDBG Application for Replacement/Upgrades of Main Lift Station.  

DISCUSS AB 648 and SB 509 REGARDING IMPLEMENTS OF HUSBANDRY:  The board took no action but would like the matter brought back for their consideration in one month.  
DISCUSS SB 349 PERTAINING TO ZONING CONTROL OF MINING:  The board took no action.
