TOWN OF FIFIELD REGULAR BOARD MEETING

MINUTES of March 20, 2014

ROLL CALL:  Meeting was brought to order on March 20, 2014 at 6:30 p.m. at the Fifield Town Hall.  Roll call:  D. Noetzel, J. Hintz, J. Wierzba present.  Also present S. Putnam and 4 others. 
MINUTES:  Motion (Hintz, Wierzba) to accept the minutes of the March 3, 2014 regular board meeting as amended.  Motion approved, voice vote. 
TREASURER’S REPORT:  Presented and accepted was the treasurer’s report for February, 2014. 

TOWN CREW REPORT: T. Fleming reported that the roads will probably be posted for weight limits next week.  Six weeks is the longest the roads can be posted.  The WisDOT will be working on the bridge on State Highway 70 next year and is considering a detour using Old 70, Balsam St. and E. Central Ave.  Fleming commented that Old 70 Road is not in good shape and that possibly the State would consider helping to resurface it after the detour is done.  He also suggested that the July 5th Fifield Picnic be considered when setting the time for the detour.  MSHA training has been rescheduled from April 10th to April 3rd.  He and the Chair will be attending a bridge and culvert seminar on April 27th.    
OPEN BIDS FOR GRAVEL CRUSHING:  Bids received for the crushing of gravel were Granberg Brothers at $3.12 per cubic yard, Olynick $3.94, Pitlik & Wick $3.69 and Meverden $3.84.  Motion (Hintz, Wierzba) to accept the Granberg Brothers, Inc. bid of $3.12 per cubic yard for the crushing of 13,000 cubic yards of gravel to be completed by August 1, 2014.  Roll call vote:  Hintz – aye, Wierzba – aye, Noetzel – aye.  Motion approved.  

DISCUSS AB 648 AND SB 509 REGARDING IMPLEMENTS OF HUSBANDRY:  Motion (Wierzba, Hintz) to send a letter of support to the State Legislators for AB 648 and SB 509 as recommended by the Wisconsin Town’s Association.  Motion approved, voice vote.
DISCUSS CHANGING THE THREE PLACES FOR POSTING TOWN NOTICES TO INCLUDE THE FIFIELD POST OFFICE:  Motion (Wierzba, Hintz) to designate the Town Hall, Fifield Fire Department #1 Fire Hall, and the Post Office as the official posting places for the Town of Fifield.  Motion approved, voice vote.  The Pike Lake Fire Hall will also be used but not in an official capacity.  The Fifield gas station will no longer be used.  
DISCUSS REQUEST TO OPEN TWIN LAKES ROAD TO ATV TRAFFIC:  Motion (Wierzba, Hintz) to amend the Town’s Official ATV Map to include Twin Lakes Road from the Vilas County Line to Shady Knoll Road to be effective upon the approval of Lac du Flambeau to open their section of the connecting road.  Roll call vote:  Hintz – aye, Wierzba – aye, Noetzel – aye.  Motion approved.  The clerk was instructed to send the Lakeland ATV Club a letter stating that the Town of Fifield has had no problems when opening town roads to ATV traffic.  
DISCUSS WEIGHT LIMIT EXCEPTION PERMITS:  JB Disposal asked for a blanket letter of approval to haul on town roads while the roads are posted.  The clerk was instructed to send him a letter stating that the town has no policy for giving this type of letter and that exceptions are granted on a case by case basis by calling either Chair D. Noetzel or Road Superintendent T. Fleming.    
DRIVEWAY ACCESS PERMITS:  None
PUBLIC COMMENT:  None.    
CORRESPONDENCE:   Chair Noetzel reported on a conversation with T. Loewe regarding vehicles trying to get to Cy’s Drive by driving down the private road off of Figi Road.  The road has been posted as a private drive.  Correspondence included the agreement between Park Manor and the Town of Fifield for used of the Fifield Town Hall in case of a disaster which the Chair signed, Price County Zoning notice of Public hearing on a Conditional Use Permit for K. Phillips for the purpose of renting a home on a short-term basis, and the WisLine notice of Spring programs offered for 2014.  

Review Invoices:  Invoices were reviewed.  Motion (Wierzba, Hintz) to accept the invoices for payment.  Motion approved, voice vote.
