TOWN OF FIFIELD REGULAR BOARD MEETING

MINUTES OF May 1, 2014
ROLL CALL:  Meeting was brought to order on May 1, 2014 at 6:30 p.m. at the Fifield Town Hall.  Roll Call:  D. Noetzel, J. Hintz, J. Wierzba present.  Also present were S. Putnam and 6 others.
MINUTES:  Motion (Hintz, Wierzba) to accept the minutes of the April 17, 2014 regular board meeting.    Motion approved, voice vote.    
TOWN CREW REPORT: T. Fleming reported that J. Gavin from the Forest Service has available two trucks for one week for the town gravel project.  Repair work is being done on the loader.  The soonest the road posting would be lifted would be May 15th.  Chair Noetzel talked with D. Campbell of the Forest Service regarding the buoy for the Round Lake Dam.  The Forest Service will purchase the buoy and the town crew will put it in.    
FIRE DEPARTMENT REPORT:  W. Felch, Fire Dept. #1 reported on a semi – truck accident by Crowley Dam where the semi lost all its diesel fuel.  The Department used up all of its absorbent and will bill Emergency Government for reimbursement.  Chair Noetzel reported that the J. Toelle matter has been forwarded to the Price County District Attorney.  T. Mantor, Fire Dept. #2 reported that activity was quiet.  Materials have been ordered for the boat lift.  He will be getting the clerk a check from the Pike Lake Chain Firefighters Inc. for the cost of the ladder for the boat

REVIEW QUOTES AND AWARD CONTRACT FOR CRACK FILLING:  Quotes received were Fahrner at $1.53 per pound with 1” fill, cost $19,085.50 and Lakes Asphalt at $1.27 per pound with ¾” fill, cost $10,989.00.  Motion (Hintz, Wierzba) to accept the quote from Lakes Asphalt Maintenance Company at $1.27 per pound with a cost of $10,898.00.  Motion approved, voice vote.  
DISCUSS SEALCOATING OF HICKS LANDING ROAD:  Motion (Wierzba, Hintz) to let bids for the sealcoating of approximately 3.7 miles of Hicks Landing Road running from Hwy 70 to Dam Rd and from the Cranberry Marsh corner to the end of the blacktop past the old Prescott farm, with a bid opening at the regular board meeting of June 5, 2014.   Motion approved, voice vote.  

DISCUSS HIRING A BRIDGE INSPECTOR:  Motion (Hintz, Wierzba) to hire William Knaack to perform the bi-annual bridge inspections on 5 bridges at a cost of $150 each.  Motion approved, voice vote.  
SIGN PROFESSIONAL SERVICES AGREEMENT WITH MSA FOR THE FIFIELD SANITARY DISTRICT MAIN LIFT STATION REPLACEMENT PROJECT AND GRANT ADMINISTRATION:  Motion (Wierzba, Hintz) to sign the Professional Services Agreement with MSA for the Fifield Sanitary District Main Lift Station Replacement Project and Grant Administration.  Motion approved, voice vote.  
DISCUSS RESPONSE FOR NORTHWEST REGIONAL PLANNING COMMISSION’S ANNUAL REPORT:  The clerk was instructed to respond to NWRPC’s request by adding the Squaw Creek Tube Replacement project at a cost of $250,000, removing the sewer extension project, and adjusting the lift station project’s cost to $400,000.
SCHEDULE ANNUAL ROAD TOUR:  Motion (Hintz, Wierzba) to schedule the annual road tour for 2:30 p.m. on May 14, 2014.  Motion approved, voice vote.  Roads to be toured are White Rock, Davis, Berry Patch, Hicks Landing, Dam, Peters, Old 13 and Chada.    
REMINDER OF BOARD OF REVIEW TO BE HELD ON MAY 14, 2014:  The date, time and location for the Board of Review meeting was announced which is 4:00 p.m., May 14, 2014 at the Fifield Town Hall.  
DRIVEWAY ACCESS PERMITS:  Motion (Wierzba, Hintz) to approve the Driveway Access Permit for Jacob Johnson on Voight Rd.  Motion approved, voice vote.  Motion (Hintz, Wierzba) to approve the Driveway Access Permit for Jason Welch on Figi Rd.  Motion approved, voice vote. 
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PUBLIC COMMENT:  D. Lapp asked when the second meeting of the month’s location changes to the Pike Lake Fire Hall.  He was told that the location change is for the months of June through October.   

CORRESPONDENCE:  Chair Noetzel reported that R. Severt contacted him with a concern about the 

Hwy 70 detour being in front of the park, that he forwarded the correspondence from Julie Lannigan Reid to Jim Lannigan, and he informed the board that the Town of Lac du Flambeau will be having a referendum regarding the opening of their end of Twin Lakes Rd to ATV traffic.  Correspondence included e-mails from an Iowa person regarding ATVs, Price County Emergency Management’s invitation to attend ICS 100 and ICS 700 training, P Davis, WERC response to the board’s request for the pros and cons to letting T. Fleming vote on union matters which he did not address in his response, and Hayward Scrap Metal’s Recycling Clean-up Proposal for appliances, scrap metal and electronics.    .
