MINUTES of May 15, 2014

ROLL CALL:  Meeting was brought to order on May 15, 2014 at 6:30 p.m. at the Fifield Town Hall.  Roll call:  D. Noetzel, J. Hintz, J. Wierzba present.  Also present S. Putnam and 8 others. 
MINUTES:  Motion (Wierzba, Hintz) to accept the minutes of the May 1, 2014 special and regular board meetings as presented.  Motion approved, voice vote. 
TREASURER’S REPORT:  Presented and accepted was the treasurer’s report for April, 2014. 

TOWN CREW REPORT: T. Fleming reported that road limits have been lifted for all town roads except for Bay and Dam Roads.  Limits on these two roads will remain for one more week.  Movrich Park was opened for the season.  Staining of the playground equipment will be done when weather permits.  Fleming contacted Northland Recycling to pick up the aluminum cans. W. Smith let Fleming know that if garbage is mixed in with the cans, he will cease to collect them.  The board was wondering if Smith could provide a larger container for the collection of the cans.  Fleming reported that the Town of Emery will trade the use of a truck for hauling gravel on Sheep Ranch Rd for Fleming’s services to gravel retrieve 4 miles of their section of the road.  The no wake buoys for the Pike Lake Chain of Lakes will be put out next week.

Roll call vote:  Hintz – aye, Wierzba – aye, Noetzel – aye.  Motion approved.  Ordinance No. 98 is an updated version of Ordinance No. 32 as required for the CDBG grant.  
AUTHORIZE CHAIR TO SIGN THE CDBG PROGRAM AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE STATE OF WISCONSIN DEPARTMENT OF ADMINISTRATION AND TOWN OF FIFIELD, AGREEMENT #PF 13B-28:  Motion (Hintz, Wierzba) to authorize the Chair to sign Agreement # PF 13B-28 between the Town of Fifield and the State of Wisconsin Department of Administration.  Motion approved, voice vote.    
APPROVE PICNIC LICENSE FOR PIKE LAKE CHAIN FIREFIGHTERS FOR PIKE LAKE FUN DAY ON AUGUST 31, 2014:  Motion (Wierzba, Hintz) to approve a picnic license for the Pike Lake Chain Firefighters for the Pike Lake Fun Day to be held on August 31, 2014.  Motion approved, voice vote.  
APPROVE PICNIC LICENSE FOR FRIENDS OF THE FIFIELD FIREFIGHTERS INC. FOR LAWNMOWER RACES:  Motion (Hintz, Wierzba) to approve a picnic license for the Friends of the Fifield Firefighters Inc. for the May 25, 2014 and the July 5, 2014 lawnmower races.  Motion approved, voice vote.  
DISCUSS DRAINAGE ON W CENTRAL AVE BETWEEN PINE AND SPRUCE STREETS:  Fleming will check out parking stops to help divert water runoff away from the church and toward the drainage ditch.
