TOWN OF FIFIELD REGULAR BOARD MEETING

MINUTES OF June 5, 2014
ROLL CALL:  Meeting was brought to order on June 5, 2014 at 6:30 p.m. at the Fifield Town Hall.  Roll Call:  D. Noetzel, J. Hintz present.  J. Wierzba – absent.  Also present were S. Putnam and 8 others.
MINUTES:  Motion (Hintz, Noetzel) to accept the minutes of the May 14, 2014 special board meeting and the May 15, 2014 regular board meeting.  Motion approved, voice vote.    
TOWN CREW REPORT: T. Fleming reported on pricing for parking stops.  Plastic stops are $52 each and concrete vary from $50 to $200.  He checked out the Congregational Church’s run off issue the last time it rained and it appeared to him that the water is coming from off of the roof, not from the street.  There was a problem with the compactor at the Fifield Transfer Site.  He ordered replacement control switches for both compactors.  Northland Recycling has taken the scrap metal trailers at both sites but hasn’t brought them back and has not picked up the aluminum cans at the Fifield Site.  A collapsed culvert was replaced at the end of Riley Lake Rd.  E. Cichy will start next week brushing town right of ways.     
FIRE DEPARTMENT REPORT:  W. Felch, Fire Dept. #1 reported that there were six first responder calls and no fire calls.  Three people have completed the first responder course and will need equipment.  Felch is thinking of purchasing reconditioned equipment as it is less expensive.  He is applying for grants from the DNR and other organizations.  The May lawnmower race went well.  T Mantor, Fire Dept. #2 reported there were no calls.  He is applying for a Wildland Fire Grant to update protective equipment at a cost of $3,251.  The DNR would cover one-half the cost and the Pike Lake Chain Firefighters Inc. will cover the other half.  He asked the clerk to see if she has a mutual aid agreement on file with the Town of Lac du Flambeau.  The fire boat will be put in the water tomorrow.  .  

OPEN BIDS AND AWARD CONTRACT FOR SEAL COATING OF APPROXIMATELY 3.7 MILES OF HICKS LANDING ROAD:  Quotes received were Fahrner at $54,190 using slag, $66,610 using 100% fractured granite, $68,882 using 70% fractured stone, Scott Construction at $58,380 for chip seal and Pitlik & Wick Inc. at $63,403 using 70% crushed chips.  Motion (Noetzel, Hintz) to accept the quote from Fahrner Asphalt Sealers LLC to seal coat approximately 3.7 miles of Hicks Landing Road at the cost of $54,190 using slag.  Roll call vote:  Hintz – aye, Noetzel – aye.  Motion approved.  
DISCUSS REQUEST TO APPROVE MEMORANDUM OF AGREEMENT BETWEEN FLAMBEAU RIVER PAPERS LLC AND THE CITY OF PARK FALLS, TOWN OF EISENSTEIN AND TOWN OF FIFIELD FOR LOCAL TRAFFIC MANAGEMENT DURING THE REPLACEMENT OF STATE HWY 182 BRIDGE IN THE CITY OF PARK FALLS:  T. Thier, City of Park Falls and J. Bodoh, Town of Eisenstein were present to discuss the MOA with Flambeau River Papers LLC as well as the management of local traffic during the bridge replacement project.  T. Thier reported that the MOA presented by Flambeau River Papers is in need of updating.  The board took no action pending the gathering of more information from the WisDOT and the City of Park Falls.  The clerk is to contact the WI Towns Association regarding speed and weight limits.  .  

DISCUSS TRANSFER SITE DAYS AND HOURS:  Chair Noetzel received a request to change the transfer site hours to accommodate vacationers who leave on Sundays.  The board took no action.

DISCUSS ROAD PROJECTS:  Road projects being considered are Old 13, Chada, Dam and Hicks Roads.  Another major project will be the replacement of the Squaw Creek culvert.  Chair Noetzel will talk with concerned residents on Berry Patch and Brahmstadt regarding graveling their roads.   
DRIVEWAY ACCESS PERMITS:  None.
PUBLIC COMMENT:  J. Hintz inquired into the town’s roll when a property is land locked, such as his son’s.  Hintz will contact an attorney.  
CORRESPONDENCE: Correspondence included notice of Humane Officer Training, Employment Relations Commission “Certification of Results of Election”, invitation to attend Price County Highway Safety Days, notice of a Special Exception permit filed with Price County Zoning by G. Poetzl for a reduced road setback off of State Hwy 13 to build a garage, e-mail from J. Gottwald regarding refurbished 
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touch screen voting machine availability, e-mail notice that the Phillips Bee and Park Falls Herald have combined to make the Price County Review, Forest Service notice of two new proposals relating to 

groundwater that are open for public comment, and copy of the Price County Comprehensive Outdoor Recreation Plan 2014-2019.
