TOWN OF FIFIELD REGULAR BOARD MEETING

MINUTES of June 19, 2014

ROLL CALL:  Meeting was brought to order on June 19, 2014 at 6:35 p.m. at the Pike Lake Fire Hall.  Roll call:  D. Noetzel, J. Hintz, J. Wierzba present.  Also present S. Putnam and 1 other. 
MINUTES:  Motion (Hintz, Noetzel) to accept the minutes of the June 5, 2014 regular board meeting as presented.  Motion approved, voice vote. 
TREASURER’S REPORT:  Presented and accepted was the treasurer’s report for May, 2014. 

TOWN CREW REPORT: T. Fleming reported that T. Faller will be attending a chainsaw safety workshop.  Sheep Ranch Rd will be graveled the week of July 14th with the Forest Service and Town of Emery providing dump trucks.  Fleming would also like to hire two trucks so that the project can be completed in one week at an additional cost of approximately $10,000.  Extended warranty work on the NH mower tractor is being performed to replace the rear outer axle bearing.  The deductible will be $500.  The lawnmower used at the park is having problems and should be replaced next year.  The WisDOT has agreed to pay for 3” of paving on Old 70 Rd with the town paying to pulverize the road. 
DISCUSS COLLECTION OF CANS FOR PLAYGROUND EQUIPMENT AT MOVRICH PARK:  Northland Recycling does not want to collect the cans at the transfer site.  D. Noetzel will contact N. Sevcik, Chair for the Movrich Park Revitalization Committee to see if they want to take care of the cans and use the funds collected for their project.  If they do not, he will contact the Fifield Congregational first and then the Blue Line Club to see if they would like the cans.  

DISCUSS BRIDGE INSPECTIONS REPORT PREPARED BY KBIS LLC (W. KNAACK):  The bridge inspection findings report was presented and reviewed by the board.

AUTHORIZE CHAIR TO SIGN CDBG ENVIRONMENTAL REVIEW RECORD AND DEPOSITORY CERTIFICATION FOR FIFIELD SANITARY LIFT STATION REPLACEMENT PROJECT:  Motion (Hintz, Wierzba) to authorize the Chair to sign the Depository Certification.  Motion approved, voice vote.  Motion (Wierzba, Hintz) to authorize the Chair to sign the Environmental Review Record.  Motion approved, voice vote.  

PRESENTATION OF 2013 AUDIT REPORT:  The clerk presented the 2013 Audit Report as prepared by Eagle Audit and Accounting LLC. 
DISCUSS POSSIBLE SPEED AND WEIGHT LIMITS FOR THE W. CENTRAL AVE/OLD 13 ROAD LOCAL DETOUR DURING THE HWY 182 BRIDGE REPLACEMENT PROJECT:  The board was presented with materials regarding speed and weight limits on town roads.  The Chair will talk with J. Bodoh, Chairman of the Town of Eisenstein regarding their thoughts.  The matter will be put on next meeting’s agenda.  Chair Noetzel and T. Fleming will attend the City of Park Falls Public Works Committee meeting on July 7th at 4:30 to discuss the cooperative agreement between the City of Park Falls, Town of Eisenstein and the Town of Fifield regarding the use of Old 13 Road as a local detour.  
DISCUSS POSTING “NO PARKING” SIGNS AT COCHRAN LAKE BOAT LANDING:  The boat landing is a private landing.  The Cochran Lake District has passed a “no parking” restriction for the landing.  T. Fleming will talk with Fire Chief T. Mantor to see what types of signs can be erected by the fire department, as the boat landing is a water source for the department.  
REVIEW EXISTING ORDINANCE NO. 96 - REGULATION OF MUNICIPAL REFUSE DISPOSAL:  The board will review the ordinance as R. Severt has expressed concerns about misuse at the Fifield site.  
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DRIVEWAY ACCESS PERMITS:  None
PUBLIC COMMENT:  None.    
CORRESPONDENCE:   Correspondence included Forest Service letter seeking volunteers to serve on the Resource Advisory Committees to recommend projects for funding under the Secure Rural Schools and Community Self Determination Act and a notice of Proceeding to Consider Northern States Power’s application to adjust electric rates and maintain existing natural gas rates.
