TOWN OF FIFIELD REGULAR BOARD MEETING

MINUTES OF July 3, 2014
ROLL CALL:  Meeting was brought to order on July 3, 2014 at 6:30 p.m. at the Fifield Town Hall.  Roll Call:  D. Noetzel, J. Hintz present.  J. Wierzba – absent.  Also present were S. Putnam and 5 others.
MINUTES:  Motion (Hintz, Noetzel) to accept the minutes of the June 19, 2014 regular board meeting.  Motion approved, voice vote.    
TOWN CREW REPORT: T. Fleming reported that Lakes Asphalt has finished their contract for crack filling.  The new cracks look good but they didn’t do a lot of the old cracks.  The crew is filling those in.  The town’s melter has issues and takes four hours to warm up.  A new one will run $35,000 to $40,000 and warms up in one hour.  The NH tractor mower has been repaired.  A problem with the hydraulic fan cutting out on the grader has been fixed and should be covered by warranty.  Chair Noetzel reported that he talked with N. Sevcik regarding picking up the cans at the transfer site for the Movrich Park Revitalization Committee.  She has declined the offer to take the cans.  Fleming will contact the First Congregational Church next to see if they would like the cans.  If not, he will contact the Blue Line Club.

FIRE DEPARTMENT REPORT:  T Mantor, Fire Dept. #2 reported there were no calls.  He has put in for a Wildland Fire Grant to update protective equipment at a cost of $3,251.  He talked with T. Fleming regarding ordering signs to mark the Med Vac landing area that will be in the back parking lot of the fire hall.  In the winter it will be moved to the front of the hall.  W. Felch, Fire Dept. #1 was absent.  S. Putnam reported that his ISO audit will be done on Monday and the R. Deleasky Workers Compensation hearing is scheduled for August 25, 2014 in Wausau.  

DISCUSS POSSIBLE SPEED AND WEIGHT LIMITS FOR THE W. CENTRAL AVE/OLD 13 ROAD LOCAL DETOUR DURING THE HWY 182 BRIDGE REPLACEMENT PROJECT:  Motion (Noetzel, Hintz) to authorize the Chair to negotiate any speed and/or weight limits for the W. Central Ave/Old 13 Road local detour during the Hwy 182 bridge replacement project and to sign the memorandum of agreement regarding the local detour.  Motion approved, voice vote.
DISCUSS ORDINANCE NO. 96 – REGULATION OF MUNICIPAL REFUSE DISPOSAL:  No action was taken.   

DISCUSS FIFIELD PICNIC EVENTS AND INSURANCE COVERAGE:  The agreement allows the use of the dunk tank owned by the Fifield Lions Club at Fifield special events.  In return the Town of Fifield will provide the liability insurance coverage on the dunk tank during those events and may designate members of the Lions and/or American Legion to man the dunk tank.  Motion (Hintz, Noetzel) to authorize the Chair to sign the Agreement between the Fifield Lions Club and the Town of Fifield – Use of Dunk Tank.  Motion approved, voice vote.  
DRIVEWAY ACCESS PERMITS:  None.
PUBLIC COMMENT:  A resident on Berry Patch Rd was present to ask if a “children at play” sign could be put on the road.  He also inquired into what was going to be done regarding surfacing the road.  Chair Noetzel reported he received a phone call from another resident regarding this also.  
CORRESPONDENCE: Correspondence included the Crossroads newsletter, Forest Service solicitation for volunteers to service on Resource Advisory Committees, Timber Cutting Notice/Permit for property owned by Paul Tychsen, Annual Assessment Report filed by the town’s assessor, and a copy of the Fifield Sanitary District billing stuffer thanking the town board for their cooperation in securing CDBG funds for the Sanitary District’s lift station replacement project.
