MINUTES of July 17, 2014

ROLL CALL:  Meeting was brought to order on July 17, 2014 at 6:30 p.m. at the Pike Lake Fire Hall.  Roll call:  D. Noetzel, J. Hintz, J. Wierzba present.  Also present S. Putnam and 3 others. 
MINUTES:  Motion (Hintz, Noetzel) to accept the minutes of the July 3, 2014 regular board meeting as presented.  Motion approved, voice vote. 
TREASURER’S REPORT:  Presented and accepted was the treasurer’s report for June, 2014. 

TOWN CREW REPORT: T. Fleming reported that W. Knaack will be re-inspecting the town’s bridges at no charge.  The State has changed their forms.  Inspections will be done when the water is low.  The Congregational Church would like to take the aluminum cans collected at the transfer site.  The crew has been graveling Sheep Ranch Road and expects to be done on Monday.  The Ford dump truck received damage to the hinge on the box.  
DISCUSS NO WAKE BUOYS ON THE PIKE LAKE CHAIN OF LAKES:  J. Wierzba will get GPS coordinates for buoy placement.  The Lake’s Association would like another buoy by Squaw Creek and another one on Turner and Amik for visibility.  
DISCUSS TAKING OWNERSHIP OF STATE WAYSIDE SOUTH OF FIFIELD:  T. Fleming reported that the county would like the town to take over the wayside.  Chair Noetzel will attend a Price County Highway Committee meeting in August to get more information.   
DISCUSS NORTHLAND RECYCLING’S CONTRACT FOR SCRAP METAL COLLECTION SERVICES:  Wes Smith, Northland Recycling said he would start hauling out the scrap metal at the Pike Lake Transfer Site on Friday.  The board took no action on his contract.
AMEND 2014 BUDGET:  Motion (Wierzba, Hintz) to amend the 2014 Budget to increase Intergovernmental Revenue by $211,850; and increase Highway Insurance by $9,000 and Capital outlay by $202,850.  Roll call vote:  Wierzba – aye, Hintz – aye, Noetzel – aye.  Motion approved.
