 TOWN OF FIFIELD REGULAR BOARD MEETING

MINUTES OF November 20, 2008

ROLL CALL:  Meeting was brought to order on November 20, 2008 at 6:30 p.m. at the Fifield Town Hall.  Present:  D. Noetzel, J. Wierzba, J. Hintz, S. Putnam and 9 others.

MINUTES:  Motion (Hintz, Noetzel) to accept the minutes of November 6, 2008.  Motion approved.

TREASURER’S REPORT:  The treasurer’s report and financial statements for October, 2008 were presented to and accepted by the board.  
TOWN CREW REPORT: T. Fleming reported on winter maintenance work being done on town equipment, requested and the board approved the purchase of a new sander for $4,254 as rebuilding the old one would run approximately $2,000, reported on grader problems which will be covered under warranty except for realignment which is strongly recommended, the cost of the Everbreeze Lane sign has been billed to the town with Price County covering the cost of the fire numbers for Everbreeze Lane, and the Christmas decorations have been put up..  
DISCUSS DENIAL OF CHARGE BACK OF REFUNDED TAXES AND ASSESSOR LIABILITY FOR THE PALPABLE ERROR:  The clerk reported that the Wisconsin Department of Revenue has denied the charging back of taxes for the Nett property.  The property was assessed with improvements by Peterson Appraisals, Inc. that did not exist on the property.  The amount of rescinded taxes was $1,282.88 which the town became responsible for.  The clerk was instructed to contact Peterson Appraisals asking them to reimburse the town $1,282.88.  
COMPREHENSIVE PLANNING COMMITTEE UPDATE:  L. DeRemer reported on the committee’s progress noting that they have worked on the transportation element of the plan.
DRIVEWAY ACCESS PERMITS:  Motion (Wierzba, Hintz) to approve Driveway Access Permit for Jeff & Sandy Kantak.   Motion approved.
CITIZENS CONCERNS:  R. Plant asked if anyone is checking on the condition of the L. Baars property.  D. Noetzel will call Tracey Ellis regarding this.  He will check to see if Baars is paying the cost of cleaning and he will also check out the condition of the P. Wise property.  D. Noetzel reported that L. DeRemer is stepping down as representative from the town to the Park Falls Area Community Development Corporation committee.  J. Hintz agreed to take her place.  
CORRESPONDENCE:   Correspondence included a holding tank permit for Charles and Jennifer Haasch which Noetzel signed and mailed back, Price County Zoning notification of the assignment of a fire # to Michael Krause, WisDOT notice of policy changes to Local Force Account Agreements, a solicitation from Northern Environmental, e-mail from William Ave’Lallemant containing documents to use in the AIS Grant Application the town is making, e-mail from Price County Tourism inviting the town to be part of a group to promote the wildlife offerings that Price County has to offer, WTA’s invitation to attend a Green Revolution Energy Seminar, Crispell-Snyder, Inc. thank you stating they would be making a donation to the Hunger Task Force food pantry in the town’s name, U S Board of Geographic Names notice of the official change in name of Cochram Creek and Cochram Lake to Cochran Creek and Cochran Lake, and the Department of Public Instruction notification of change in computer school codes for the 2009 assessment/tax roll because of the school consolidation.  D. Noetzel reported that no action needs to be taken on the WTA’s letter from last meeting regarding Federal Forest Income payments as the county is going with the full payment option.
