TOWN OF FIFIELD REGULAR BOARD MEETING

MINUTES OF November 6, 2008
ROLL CALL:  Meeting brought to order on November 6, 2008 at 6:30 p.m. at the Fifield Town Hall.  Present:  D. Noetzel, J. Hintz, S. Putnam and 12 others.  Absent:  J. Wierzba.
MINUTES:  Motion (Hintz, Noetzel) to accept the minutes of the special and regular board meetings of October 16, 2008.  Motion approved.

TOWN CREW REPORT:  T. Fleming reported that someone tore up the ditches on Shady Knoll Road, the crew has ditched Linden and Walnut Streets, salt sand has been made for the winter, and D. Gustafson of S E H has reported that the Sailor Creek Bridge will be 26’ wide instead of 24’ because of the higher traffic count.  D. Noetzel reported that Fleming discovered a resident living in a pop up camper in the town right of way on Club Road.  Noetzel asked them to remove it and they did. 
FIRE DEPARTMENT REPORT:  W. Felch, Fire Dept. #1 was absent.  T. Mantor, Fire Dept. #2 reported on one vehicle accident.  He asked for and the board approved the ordering of a couple of pagers and used fire hose, the cost of which will be reimbursed by the Pike Lake Chain Firefighters.  

DISCUSS BANKING ISSUES (FDIC, ETC.) WITH FIRST NATIONAL BANK:  V. Frankie and T. Armstrong assured the board that town funds were FDIC insured for $250,000 and State backed for another $400,000.  During tax collection time (December – February), the bank would be willing to pledge collateral to cover the excess funds the town would have on hand.  The clerk was instructed to call Diane Miller at First National regarding this.  In regard to interest rates, Armstrong indicated the borrowing rate should stay close to what they pay the town on savings.
PARK FALLS AREA DEVELOPMENT CORPORATION’S UPDATE:  F. Kempf presented the PFACDC 2008 Annual Report, highlighted their achievements since inception, and thanked the board for their support.  
ADOPT BUDGET:  Motion (Hintz, Noetzel) to adopt the 2009 Town Budget, with a town tax levy of $280,500, fire department #1 levy of $94,641 and a fire department #2 levy of $71.941, as approved by the Special Town Meeting.  Roll call vote:  Hintz – aye, Noetzel – aye.  Motion carried.  
APPROVE ORIGINAL ALCOHOL BEVERAGE LICENSE FOR LM NORDRUM INVESTMENTS, LLC:  Motion (Noetzel, Hintz) to approve the Original Alcohol Beverage License for LM Nordrum Investments, LLC.  Motion approved.
DISCUSS CHANGING MEETING PLACE FOR AMERICAN LEGION:  The clerk informed the board that J. W. Engeldinger had asked if the American Legion could hold their meetings as well as store their guns and records at the Fifield Town Hall. Because the board had several concerns and J. W. Engeldinger was not present to respond to these concerns, the board took no action.
APPROVE HIGHWAY EXCAVATION PERMITS FOR XCEL ENERGY – DAVID HEID PROPERTY:  Motion (Hintz, Noetzel) to authorize the Chairman to sign the Highway Excavation Permits for electric and gas installation at the David Heid property at N14204 W. Central Ave.  Motion approved.

DISCUSS THE NAMING OF EVERBREEZE LANE:   Motion (Hintz, Noetzel) that, if necessary,  the town pay for the 911 signs for property owners on Everbreeze Lane.  Motion approved.  The Sheriff’s Department 911 Administrator, Land Information and Price County Zoning will be contacted to help cover the costs. 
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DISCUSS MOVING OF COUNTY SALT SHEDS:  J. Czarnecki, Patrol Superintendent from Sawyer County, asked permission to park the County salt sheds on Willow Ave. overnight from November 12th to November 13th, during their process of moving them to Sawyer County.  The board gave permission.

DRIVEWAY ACCESS PERMITS:  None

CITIZENS CONCERNS:  J. Hintz reported that a citizen complained that J. Durand had spilled gravel on a town road.  Hintz also reported that Durand did a good job of cleaning it up.
CORRESPONDENCE:  Correspondence included the USFS Cutting and Replanting document, Price County Zonings notice that LM Nordrum Investments LLC has applied for a conditional Use permit for re-opening a bar and restaurant, Northcentral Technical College notice that they offer an online Responsible Beverage Service class, a CD of the Town of Lac du Flambeau Comprehensive Plan and a Notice of Public Hearing Review for their plan, and Price County Public Health’s notice that all voting sites in Price County will be staffed for the Vote and Vax Program on November 4, 2008.
