TOWN OF FIFIELD REGULAR BOARD MEETING

MINUTES OF December 4, 2008

ROLL CALL:  Meeting was brought to order on December 4, 2008 at 6:30 p.m. at the Fifield Town Hall.  Present:  D. Noetzel, J. Wierzba, J. Hintz, S. Putnam and 6 others.

MINUTES:  Motion (Hintz, Wierzba) to accept the minutes of November 20, 2008.  Motion approved.

TOWN CREW REPORT: T. Fleming reported that Nortrax has confirmed that the circle gear on the grader is defective and the grader warranty will cover a new circle gear and any wear items caused by the defective gear but that the town will have to pay for trucking, that it will take a week to repair the grader, asked for and received approval to rent a brusher mower for one month for an estimated cost of $9,000, that the new sander was delivered, and gave the annual mine permit to the chairman for signing.
FIRE DEPARTMENT REPORT:  W. Felch, Fire Dept. #1 reported on a couple of fire calls, the purchase of equipment and boots through his DNR matching grant, that he will apply for a $12,000 Plum Creek Grant next spring for the purchase of jaws and pump, and the Buntrock family would like to donate to the town nine lots that they own adjoining the fire hall.   D. Noetzel will contact the WI Towns Association regarding the procedure for accepting land as a donation.  The clerk noted that the property has an approximate assessed value of $28,000 and generates approximately $500 in annual property taxes which would be lost if the town took over the property.  In regarding to the amending of the fire department’s by-laws to include EMS staff, Felch requested that the by-laws include a requirement for EMS staff to have 60 hours of firefighter training.  In T. Mantor’s absence, no report was given for Fire Dept. #2. 
PETERSON APPRAISAL’S RESPONSE TO LILABILITY FOR DENIAL OF CHARGEBACK:  J. Muelver, Peterson Appraisals, has contacted the State in regard to their denial of the town’s request for chargeback.  He informed the clerk that the State will approve the chargeback if the town files a 2009 request for the 2007 chargeback and attach documentation from Peterson Appraisal that not only were the improvements doubly assessed but also that they were reported to the DOR as new construction for the final report totals.  Muelver has given the clerk the necessary documentation to use in filing the 2009 request.

DRIVEWAY ACCESS PERMITS:  None.
CITIZENS CONCERNS:  R. Plant asked if L. Baars is out of compliance with the court order on his property as he has more than several semi trailers on his property.  D. Noetzel will contact B. Marshall regarding the conditions of the court order.

CORRESPONDENCE:   D. Noetzel reported on issues brought up at the recent Fifield Community Action Plan Committee meeting that included rustic road signs, which the State will be providing to the town along with directions on where to install, and the amending of the town’s Eyesores and Hazard’s plan to include a policy for issuing citations.  Correspondence included census maps for the Town of Fifield and a Satisfaction of Mortgage for the G. Meyer property to be signed by the chairman.
