TOWN OF FIFIELD REGULAR BOARD MEETING

MINUTES OF January 8, 2009
ROLL CALL:  Meeting was brought to order on January 8, 2009 at 6:30 p.m. at the Fifield Town Hall.  Present:  D. Noetzel, J. Wierzba, J. Hintz, S. Putnam and 15 others.

MINUTES:  Motion (Hintz, Wierzba) to accept the minutes of the December 18, 2009 Regular Board Meeting.  Motion approved.  Motion (Noetzel, Wierzba) to accept the minutes of the December 20, 2009 Special Board Meeting.  Motion approved.
DISCUSS UNIFORM DWELLING CODE AND MEET NEW INSPECTOR:  Rick Clem, RC Construction Inspection Agency, LLC of Winchester, WI introduced himself as the new state appointed UDC inspector for the Town, noting that the state would like the town to take over the authority to select inspectors in the future.

TOWN CREW REPORT: T. Fleming reported that he will be getting four new tires for the loader, which is included in his budget, there is a problem with the main breaker at the shop and a new panel will have to be installed after the weather warms up, J. Spaulding has been getting a lot done with the rented brusher, new blades were installed for $100 and a main hose blew on the brusher, Fleming will try and get an extra day on the rental of the brusher because of the down time, and the crew has been busy snowplowing.  Fleming was instructed to check out the electrical problem with the attendant’s building at the Pike Lake Transfer Station.
FIRE DEPARTMENT REPORT:  W. Felch, Fire Dept. #1 reported on a chimney fire, his portable pump arrived and was put in service, he needs to get boots to finish out his DNR grant, he has applied for a Plum Creek Grant for $10,000 for rescue equipment and he is working on a grant for a new fire truck.  T. Mantor, Fire Dept. #2 reported that activity was quiet, that he is working on a DNR Grant and is getting prices on chain saws. 
DISCUSS FIRE DEPARTMENT BYLAWS:  Motion (Wierzba, Hintz) to adopt the Fire Dept. Constitution and By Laws as presented.  Roll call vote:  Hintz–aye, Wierzba–aye, Noetzel–aye.  Motion approved.

DISCUSS BID LETTING–BLACKTOPPING OF SHADY KNOLL ROAD:  Motion (Hintz, Wierzba) to let bids for blacktopping approx. 2.3 miles of Shady Knoll Road with the bid opening at 6:30 p.m. on March 19, 2009.  Motion approved.  Roll call vote:  Hintz–aye, Wierzba–aye, Noetzel–aye.  Motion approved.
AMEND 2008 BUDGET:  Motion (Wierzba, Hintz) to approve the amended budget as presented.  Roll call vote:  Hintz – aye, Wierzba – aye, Noetzel – aye.  Motion approved.  
DISCUSS POLICY FOR REFUNDING OVERPYAMENT OF PROPERTY TAXES:  Motion to adopt a policy where the town may retain overpayments of property taxes, fees, licenses, and similar charges when the overpayment is two dollars ($2.00) or less, unless such refund is specifically requested in writing.  Roll call vote:  Hintz –aye, Wierzba – aye, Noetzel – aye.  Motion approved.
DISCUSS EYESORES AND HAZARDS PLAN:  D. Noetzel, in response to citizen’s concerns over the L. Baars property, reported on the exact cost of the cleanup.  He is waiting to receive a copy of the order for injunctive relief.  In regard to parking issues at the property, the board was given copies of WI State Statutes for parking on the roadway.  They will review and discuss at a future meeting.  

DRIVEWAY ACCESS PERMITS:  None.
CITIZENS CONCERNS:  F. Sevcik expressed concern over several trees that were cut down during the brushing of Cy’s Drive. In the spring, this will be looked into.
