
Fifield Sanitary District Commission Meeting Minutes of Thursday, November 13, 2008
Present:  B Felch, D Pritzl, C Kawleski, D Ocker & no members of the public. 

The meeting was called to order at 7 pm on Thursday, November 13 at the Fifield Town Hall.  The agenda for the meeting was posted in 3 locations at least 24 hours prior to the meeting.

Minutes:  Motion was made to approve the minutes of the October 9 regular meeting as presented (Pritzl/Felch).  Motion approved.  Motion was made to approve the minutes of the October 29 special meeting as presented (Pritzl/Felch).  Motion approved.  
Operator's Report:  Results from lead and copper water testing all came back well within normal limits.  Discharging of the seepage cell is complete.  Ocker reported that the seminar he and Fleming attended in Hayward consisted mainly of information regarding how Hayward’s new wells and lagoon work.
Financial Report:  As of 10/31/08, the balance in the general checking account was $256,092.03.  The CD balance remains $206,328.39.    Motion was made to accept the financial report as presented (Pritzl/Felch).  Motion approved.  
Vacant Board Position / 2009 Election:  Clerk reminded the Board a notice will be published advising the public that the vacant Board Commissioner position is up for re-election this spring 2009.
Purchase of Pickup Truck:  In lieu of the recent cost to repair the 1992 pickup truck and the fact that more repairs are needed, motion was made to purchase a 2005 Dodge Ram 1500 pickup truck from Wheelway for $12,600.00, plus municipal plate fee and new tire (Pritzl/Felch).  Motion approved.  The 1992 truck may be sold for scrap or sold outright for a minimal fee.
Correspondence:  WRWA e-newsletters were distributed.  D Pritzl recommended that a follow-up letter be sent to Rural Development advising them of current FDIC coverage.
Other Business:  D Pritzl made the suggestion to hold future Board meetings earlier in the evening, possibly 5:30 pm or 6 pm, and to change the meeting night to Wednesdays to coincide with the day the Clerk is in the office.  This will be placed on the next agenda.  The question came up regarding the policy of reimbursing for the cost of flu shots.  The Board requested that the Clerk present a draft policy on reimbursements and a list of all things currently being reimbursed for consideration to either approve or disallow in the future.
Invoices:  Invoices were reviewed, and checks 3632 through 3647 were signed.   Three invoices were received after the October meeting, and check 3629, 3630 and 3631 were signed on 10/21/08. 
Next Meeting:  Next regular meeting will be held on Thursday, December 11, 2008 at 7 pm at the Fifield Town Hall.  

Adjournment:  Motion was made to adjourn at 7:30 pm (Pritzl/Felch).  Motion approved.
