
Fifield Sanitary District Commission Meeting Minutes of Thursday, December 11, 2008
Present:  B Felch, D Pritzl, C Kawleski, D Ocker & no members of the public. 

The meeting was called to order at 7 pm on Thursday, December 11 at the Fifield Town Hall.  The agenda for the meeting was posted in 3 locations at least 24 hours prior to the meeting.

Minutes:  Motion was made to approve the minutes of the November 13 regular meeting as presented (Pritzl/Felch).  Motion approved.  Motion was made to approve the minutes of the November 20 special budget meeting as presented (Pritzl/Felch).  Motion approved.  
Operator's Report:  Ocker reported that the new pickup truck is working great, the building at N14042 Flambeau Ave has been sold, three services were recently shut down, the lift station panel needs to be checked, and Stan from MSA is tentatively going to attend the next meeting to discuss a possible sewer expansion project.
Status of 1992 Dodge Dakota Truck:  The truck is parked by the Fire Hall; the intention is to sell it for approximately $750.00
Financial Report:  As of 11/30/08, the balance in the general checking account was $244,012.99.  The CD balance remains $206,328.39.    One CD renewed on 11/13/08 with an interest rate of 3.25%.  Motion was made to accept the financial report as presented (Pritzl/Felch).  Motion approved.  
Upcoming Annual Audit:  The Clerk submitted information regarding items required for the audit to the Board for their information.  Engagement letter has not been received yet, but it is anticipated that by the next meeting the Clerk will have it and can get the audit scheduled.
Board Review of 2008 Cross-Connection Inspections:  Cross connection forms were reviewed, and the Board instructed Ocker to follow-up with several customers.
New Day and Time for Future Sanitary District Board Meetings:  Motion made to change the day and time of the Fifield Sanitary District regular Board meetings to the second Wednesday of each month beginning at 6 pm at the Fifield Town Hall (Pritzl/Felch).  Motion approved.  Clerk will publish a notice in the Park Falls Herald.
Update on 4th Quarter Billing Using New “Asyst” Software:  Billing is scheduled for December 17, and the Clerk will be working with a trainer from USTI to complete the first cycle with the new software.
Proposed Use of Old Computer:  Due to the age of the computer (9 years), in lieu of selling it, the Clerk suggested that a Board member set the computer up at home to serve as a “backup” in the event of a disaster and to possibly do typing or research for the Sanitary District.  Commissioner Pritzl stated she would be willing to set the computer up at her house.  President Felch agreed to this.  Transfer will be made after the 4th quarter billing is completed.

Review Accounts Subject to Disconnection:  List was reviewed.  Notices will be posted Monday.

Reimbursement Policy:  A draft was submitted to the Board; this will be placed on the next agenda.
