TOWN OF FIFIELD REGULAR BOARD MEETING

MINUTES OF February 19, 2009
ROLL CALL:  Meeting was brought to order on February 19, 2009 at 6:30 p.m. at the Fifield Town Hall.  Present:  D. Noetzel, J. Wierzba, J. Hintz, S. Putnam and 6 others.

MINUTES:  Motion (Wierzba, Hintz) to accept the minutes of February 5, 2009.  Motion approved.

TREASURER’S REPORT:  The treasurer’s report and financial statements for January, 2009 were presented to and accepted by the board.  The clerk reported that the National Forest Income check was received in the amount of $105, 967.93.  This is above the $50,000 budgeted for.  The County Forest stumpage check was $2,558.80 which is also over the $2,000 budgeted.
TOWN CREW REPORT: T. Fleming noted that the roads will be posted shortly.  The board authorized the running of the annual notice (jointly with the Towns of Lake and Eisenstein, if they agree) to alert residents to monitor their fuel tanks and septic systems and have them serviced before the roads are posted.  The board gave Fleming authority to take calls from haulers and gave him permission to allow haulers, on a case by case basis, to haul during the posted period.  Fleming asked for and received permission for the crew, part-time drivers and J. Hintz to attend the April 16, 2009 Mine Safety Seminar in Phillips. Fleming reported that because of the high winds there were a lot of downed trees on the fire lanes.  
CORRESPONDENCE:   D. Noetzel reported that the Price County Executive Finance Committee met in closed session to discuss the matter of L. Baars non-payment for clean-up of his property.  R. Kopisch who attended that meeting said that no action was taken outside of closed session.  The town board will at their March 19, 2009 regular board meeting, confer with Attorney B. Marshall, in closed session, to consider the town’s options in regard to the Baars matter.  Correspondence included the Northern Exposures newsletter, Beacon Athletics 2009 pricing for their products, UW-Extension notice of “Working Lands Workshop, UW-Transportation Road Maintenance Workshop registration form, U S Department of Commerce request to submit a Worksheet for Providing Service Locations of known areas where people experiencing homelessness congregate to eat and live, WI DOT solicitation of eligible local candidate construction projects for the first round of stimulus projects, invitation to attend a panel discussion between representatives of the WTA and American for Prosperity over the subject of “Coordination” and its impact on the actions of various levels of government in Wisconsin, copy of WI Department of Administration’s letter to Timberline Survey Co. in regard to their Certified Survey Map, DNR notice that the Chequamegon-Nicolet National Forest has filed a letter of intent to participate in Tier 2 of Green Tier to improve cooperation with the DNR on water permitting issues, UW-Extension invitation to attend a workshop for people interest in applying for a renewable energy or energy efficient grant through the USDA, and Price County Land Conservation invitation to participate in a focus group to assist in the update of the Price County Land & Water Resource Management Plan which J. Hintz attended.
SIGN LETTER OF UNDERSTANDING REGARDING UNION CONTRACT AMENDMENT AND UNUSED VACATION:  Motion, (Hintz, Wierzba) to sign the Letter of Understanding amending Article 11 of the contract to allow unused vacation to be carried over for 60 days past the employee’s anniversary date of hire.  Motion approved.

DISCUSS MARCH MEETING DATES:  Motion (Hintz, Wierzba) to hold one regular board meeting in March on March 19, 2009.  Motion approved.  
COMPREHENSIVE PLANNING COMMITTEE UPDATE:  L. DeRemer reported that everything is coming along nicely.  The clerk was instructed to notify Sheldon Johnson, Deputy Director of NWRPC of the name of the organization that administers the Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) program for the town.

CITIZENS CONCERNS:  J. Hintz received information from Frank Kempf of the PFACDC that a business is interested in locating in Fifield but would need a 1,000 to 2,000 square foot building with 3-phase electrical.  Several sites were discussed and D. Noetzel will pass this information on to the property owner.
Review Invoices:  Motion (Hintz, Wierzba) to accept invoices for payment.  Motion approved.
