TOWN OF FIFIELD REGULAR BOARD MEETING

MINUTES OF March 19, 2009
ROLL CALL:  Meeting was brought to order on March 19, 2009 at 6:30 p.m. at the Fifield Town Hall.  Present:  D. Noetzel, J. Hintz, S. Putnam and 13 others.  Absent:  J. Wierzba
MINUTES:  Motion (Hintz, Noetzel) to accept the minutes of February 19, 2009.  Motion approved.

OPEN BIDS FOR BLACKTOPPING OF SHADY KNOLL ROAD:  Bids were received from American Asphalt, Pitlik & Wick and Northeast Asphalt.  Two separate bids were requested, the first for blacktopping 2.2 miles at 4 inches and the second for blacktopping .5 miles at 4 inches and the balance at 3 inches.  Bids were as follows:

RECONVENE TO OPEN SESSION:  The board reconvened to open session at 7:30 p.m.

DISCUSS L. BAARS MATTER AND RESTITUTION:  No action was taken.
TREASURER’S REPORT:  The treasurer’s report and financial statements for February, 2009 were presented to and accepted by the board. 
TOWN CREW REPORT: T. Fleming noted that town roads were posted on March 16th, the loader was worked on, new tires were put on the loader, and culverts are being thawed.  D. Noetzel gave Fleming the notice for inspection of the salt shed. 
DISCUSS SAILOR CREEK BRIDGE PROJECT:  Motion (Noetzel, Hintz) to work with D. Gustafson, S E H to secure stimulus funding for the Sailor Creek Bridge Replacement project.  Motion approved.

DISCUSS MEETING WITH FOREST SERVICE ON MARCH 30, 2009:  D. Noetzel announced a Forest Service meeting at 10:00 a.m. on March 30th to update the board on the status of the application for stimulus funding for the Shady Knoll Road project.  The clerk will prepare an agenda for the meeting.

DISCUSS NWRPC COMPREHENSIVE ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT STRATGEY ANNUAL REPORT:  The clerk was instructed to complete the annual report to include the Shady Knoll 
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Road project, Sailor Creek Bridge Replacement project, and the sewer extension project by the Fifield Sanitary District.

DRIVEWAY ACCESS PERMITS:  Motion (Hintz, Noetzel) to approve the Driveway Access Permit for Laurie Agostini.  Motion approved.

COMPREHENSIVE PLANNING COMMITTEE UPDATE:  L. DeRemer announced that their meeting was postponed today.  They will meet next Thursday.  Evan Lund, Price County Land Conservationist will be present to help work on some of the elements. Time wise they are on track and should become a commission in April.

CITIZENS CONCERNS:  T. Mantor, Fire Chief of Fire Department #2 updated the board on department activity since his last report.  He would like to purchase an electric motor for the boat lift and is hoping the Lakes Association will fund it.  He would also like a generator and slide in unit for the 6-wheeler with funding coming from the Pike Lake Chain Firefighters, Inc.  W. Felch, Fire Chief of Fire Department #1 notified the board that the lots the Buntrock family discussed giving to the fire department have been given to the Santa’s Elves Foundation instead.
CORRESPONDENCE:   Correspondence included WTA District Meeting notice which Noetzel and Hintz will attend, Russ Decker letter asking for endorsements, Struck & Irwin Paving slurry seal flyer, WTA letter covering the timeline and process for awarding the second stage of Federal Stimulus Transportation dollars, WisDOT letter announcing that they are currently accepting applications for the 2010-2013 Highway Safety Improvement Program, copies from S E H of the location map, preliminary plan sheets and WisDOT concept Definition Report for the Sailor Creek Bridge Replacement project, Peterbilt Wausau Truck Center flyer, Caterpillar’s Governmental Solutions publication, PFACDC’s agenda for their April 1, 2009 Economic Development Summit, copies of Price County Board of Supervisors Resolutions #4-09, #6-09, #7-09, #8-09, and #10-09, R. Bernoski letter commending the board for their efforts to require town property owners to clean-up “eye-sore” property, WisDOT notice that two permits for official signs along Highway 70 which were never erected will expire, Ruder Ware invitation to attend their 2009 Local Government Seminars, e-mail from the DNR that the AIS grant did not get funded under this cycle and that they would encourage the town to apply again in August of 2009, and Price County Land Conservation survey to be completed along with notice of their Land Stewardship Conference.
