
Fifield Sanitary District Commission Meeting Minutes of Wednesday, March 11, 2009
Present:  B Felch, D Pritzl, D Ocker, C Kawleski and no members of the public. 

The meeting was called to order at 6 pm on Wednesday, March 11 at the Fifield Town Hall.  The agenda for the meeting was posted in 3 locations at least 24 hours prior to the meeting.

Minutes:  Motion was made to approve the minutes of the February 11 regular meeting as presented (Pritzl/Felch).  Motion approved.  
Operator's Report:  The float switches in the lower lift station need to be replaced, and they have been ordered.  The control panel appears to be working okay.  First quarter nitrate testing has been sent in.
Financial Report:  As of 2/27/09, the balance in the general checking account was $256,641.33.  The balance in the CD accounts remains $208,374.69.    Motion was made to accept the financial report as presented (Pritzl/Felch).  Motion approved.  
MSA:  Preliminary Information Regarding Possible Sewer Extension:  Tabled pending further progress from MSA on preliminary cost information and other details.
Cross-Connection Inspection Follow-up:  Ocker spoke with one customer who was unclear about the presence of a built-in backflow prevention device in her boiler system.  Ocker will check with Wollerman’s.  Follow-up by Fleming with another customer is pending.
Correspondence:  E-newsletters from WRWA were distributed.
Other Business:  Kawleski presented the Board with the list of overdue accounts she will be contacting prior to issuing shut off notices.  As part of her follow-up from the Management Conference she attended in December, and in response to a customer inquiry, she will obtain clarification and documentation from the PSC regarding charging for minimum services after a customer requests termination of service.
Invoices:  Invoices were reviewed, and checks 3706 through 3725 were signed.   One invoice was received after the February meeting, and check #3705 was signed to process that invoice timely.
Next Meeting:  Next regular meeting will be held on WEDNESDAY, April 8, 2009 at 6 pm at the Fifield Town Hall.
