TOWN CREW REPORT: T. Fleming reported that road posting was lifted on May 4th except for the seal coated roads which will be posted for one more week, the park was been opened for the season, requested on behalf of NewPage and the board okayed their dumping of bark in the town’s gravel pit for reclamation purposes, B. Scullin has been working on the lawnmower from Pike Lake but because of the mower’s condition Terese Fleming will take the town mower and mow at Pike Lake three times a year, and present the DNR ‘Notice of Intent” permit for work on Figi Road for signing by the chairman.  Discussed was the Sailor Creek Bridge replacement issue of the bridge being located below the dam break floodplain elevation.  T. Fleming will contact the Zoning Administrator and D. Gustafson, Engineer from S E H to schedule a special town board meeting if necessary.
