
Fifield Sanitary District Commission Meeting Minutes 
of Wednesday, May 13, 2009
Present:  B Felch, D Pritzl, D Dunakin, D Ocker, C Kawleski, and no members of the public. Stan Charron, our engineer from MSA, was also present.
The meeting was called to order at 6 pm on Wednesday, May 13 at the Fifield Town Hall.  The agenda for the meeting was posted in 3 locations at least 24 hours prior to the meeting.

Minutes:  Motion was made to approve the minutes of the April 8 regular meeting as presented (Dunakin/Pritzl).  Motion approved.  
Operator's Report:  Hydrants were flushed on May 8 with no problems.  No further progress on the cross connection follow up.
Financial Report:  As of 4/30/09, the balance in the general checking account was $245,025.60.  The balance in the CD accounts confirmed by the audit is $208,374.69.    Interest in the amount of $2,543.83 has been posted to the CD accounts, resulting in a balance of $210,918.52.  Motion was made to accept the financial report as presented (Pritzl/Dunakin).  Motion approved.  
MSA:  Preliminary Information Regarding Possible Sewer Extension:  The possibility of extending the sewer district on West Central, Balsam, and Walnut Streets was discussed.  Initial plan presented by Stan Charron included installation of individual grinder pumps for each residence.  Cost estimate for each unit would be approximately $12,000.00.  Preliminary projection for cost of the extension project on West Central and Balsam Street was around $285,000.00.  Several options were discussed regarding cost sharing between the District and those in the extension area, the issue of mandatory hook-up, etc.  The proposed extension is in the information-gathering phase.  Therefore, an informational meeting will be held on Wednesday, June 10, at 7 pm with Stan Charron present to answer questions from the public.  Customers within the extension boundaries will be sent a letter notifying them of the meeting date in order to get their opinion.  Mr. Charron stated he will contact Rural Development and some other funding sources to see what kind of financial assistance is available for customers, as well as financing options for the District.
Sign the Identity Theft Prevention Program, Security Procedures Policy and Revised Discipline Policy Adopted at the 4/8/09 Meeting:  The aforementioned were signed.
Request for Billing Adjustment on Account #23:  Account 23 received an extremely high bill for 1st quarter 2009 and has requested an adjustment.  There is a history of meter repair last fall.   No history of leaks were reported by the tenants or the landlord.  New tenants moved in December of 2008.  Clerk requested tenant move-in dates and number of people occupying the home in order to estimate the bill for 1st quarter 2009.  Because there is no prior history for these particular tenants currently occupying the home, an estimate was made based on the industry “norm,” which is 100 gallons per day, per adult in the household.  Based on industry standard, number of adults occupying the home and move-in dates, a motion was made to adjust the bill down to $303.56 (Dunakin/Pritzl).  Motion approved.

PSC’s Interpretation of Billing for Minimum Charges:  Emails between Kawleski and the PSC were submitted.  This topic will be placed on the next agenda to allow the Board to review the emails.

Upcoming Consumer Confidence Report:  Most of the project is completed.  Mailing deadline is June 30, and there is just one part left to finish.
Emergency Plan Review:  Kawleski stated that the contact lists have been updated, along with some other minor changes.  She asked those present to review the plan and let her know if they have any other changes.
Upcoming Well Permit Renewals:   Along with the annual SAFE water test results, permits for seven open wells must be renewed this year.  One well owner elected to renew last year.  Kawleski will mail reminder letters by the end of the month.
Progress on Projects:   The Clerk submitted a summary list to track completion of each project.
Clerk’s Request for Insurance Reimbursement Increase:  Effective July 1, 2009, the Clerk’s insurance premium will increase to $348.85 per month.  She requested that reimbursement for her insurance be increased to $348.85.  Motion was made to approve the reimbursement increase (Pritzl/Dunakin.)  Motion approved.
Correspondence:  E-newsletters from WRWA were distributed.
Other Business:  No other business was discussed.
Invoices:  Invoices were reviewed, and checks 3743 through 3763 were signed.   One invoice was received after the April meeting, and check #3742 was signed on 4/15/09 to process that invoice timely.
Next Meeting:  Next regular meeting will be held on WEDNESDAY, June 10, 2009 at 6 pm at the Fifield Town Hall with discussion of the possible sewer extension project to begin at 7 pm.  

Adjournment:  Motion was made to adjourn at 8:15 pm (Pritzl/Dunakin).  Motion approved.
