TOWN OF FIFIELD REGULAR BOARD MEETING

MINUTES OF June 4, 2009
ROLL CALL:  Meeting was brought to order on June 4, 2009 at 6:30 p.m. at the Fifield Town Hall.  Present:  D. Noetzel, J. Hintz, L. DeRemer, S. Putnam and 17 others.

MINUTES:  Motion (Hintz, DeRemer) to accept the minutes of May 13, 2009 Special Board Meeting and May 21, 2009 Regular Board Meeting.  Motion approved.  
TOWN CREW REPORT: T. Fleming reported on electrical work done at the Pike Lake Transfer site and vandalism at Movrich Park.  D. Noetzel reported on a call received from a logger saying that Gates Lake Road was rough.  Fleming stated that it will take about a week but traffic will pound out the rough spots that were caused by grading gravel from the ditches back onto the road.
FIRE DEPARTMENT REPORT:  W. Felch, Fire Dept. #1 reported on two assists, one for the Forest Service at Blockhouse Lake and the other for the City of Park Falls with a structure fire.  T. Mantor, Fire Dept. #2 reported on an assist with the Forest Service for the Blockhouse Lake area fire to protect homes.   He also reported there were a couple of medical calls.  Mantor presented prices for two generator systems, including installation.  The Briggs and Stratton 400 amp system is $15,330.  The Briggs and Stratton two 200 amp service is $12,360.  He will get a quote from another dealer.  The Pike Lake Chain Firefighters will donate $10,000 and the sale of the old generator should bring in $1,800 to $2,000.  He also reported that because of the Hwy 70 Road construction, the Minocqua Fire Department requested his help in providing fire protection to Bo-Di-Lac Road.
RESCHEDULE TRANSFER SITE HOURS BECAUSE OF 4TH OF JULY HOLIDAY:  Because the 4th falls on a Saturday, the Board rescheduled the Fifield Transfer site hours to Friday, July 3rd and the Pike Lake Transfer site to Monday, July 6th.  
L. BAARS RESTITUTION MATTER – SPECIAL ASSESSMENT:  Motion (DeRemer. Hintz) to direct the clerk to provide Lyle D. Baars with a notice by 1) first class mail, 2) certified mail no return receipt and 3) class one notice in the newspaper at least 10 days before consideration and assessment of a special charge for current services for abatement and cleanup of his property, for which he shall have 60 days to pay such assessment before it becomes delinquent.  Roll call vote:  J. Hintz – aye, L. DeRemer – aye, D. Noetzel – aye.  Motion approved.  Motion (DeRemer, Hintz) to direct the treasurer to pay Price County their share of the abatement cost for the L. Baar’s property.  Motion approved. 
DISCUSS ORDINANCE TO CREATE TOWN COMPREHENSIVE PLAN COMMISSION:  Board reviewed and made changes to the draft ordinance.  The Comprehensive Planning Committee will review for statute accuracy.

RUSS SEVERT PRESENTATION – PERMITTED USE OF COMMERCIAL PROPERTY, WASTE TRANSFER FACILITY, SALVAGE BUSINESS:  R. Severt expressed his concerns with the Conditional Use Permit and licenses being issued to the Durand Companies, questioning if the board is concerned about these additional uses.  L. DeRemer asked Severt to provide the county ordinance allowing the Conditional Use Permit, the actual Conditional Use Permit and any changes to the permit for the Durand property before she will make a decision.  The issue will be put on the agenda for the July 2, 2009 meeting.
