TOWN OF FIFIELD REGULAR BOARD MEETING

MINUTES OF June 18, 2009
ROLL CALL:  Meeting was brought to order on June 18, 2009 at 6:30 p.m. at the Pike Lake Fire Hall.  Present:  D. Noetzel, J. Hintz, L. DeRemer, S. Putnam and 13 others.
MINUTES:  Motion (Hintz, DeRemer) to accept the minutes of the June 4, 2009 Regular Board Meeting.  Motion approved.

TREASURER’S REPORT:  The treasurer’s report and financial statements for May, 2009 were presented to and accepted by the board.
TOWN CREW REPORT: T. Fleming reported that Strand Electric quoted a price of $1500 to run new service to the Pike Lake Transfer Site compactor and $1200 if the crew helps, the crew will help and the new service will be run in July, the State has checked out Rustic Road signs needed to sign Rustic Road #105 which the crew will have to install, the speed limit will have to be lowered to 45 mph on Shady Knoll Road to meet Rustic Road standards, another speed limit sign is needed for Thorofare Road, the crew is hauling shoulder gravel to Shady Knoll Road, and paving of Shady Knoll Road is scheduled for the end of June. 
APPROVE ALCOHOL BEVERAGE RENEWAL LICENSES:  Presented for renewal were the following licenses:  :  Renewal Class A Combination – K J’s Meat & Cheese LLC d/b/a Fifield Grocery,  JENA Corp. d/b/a Fifield Station;  Renewal Class B Combination – Hicks Landing, Inc. d/b/a Hicks Landing, J C Homestead, Inc. d/b/a Homestead, Idle Hour Resort LLC d/b/a Idle Hour Resort, Kountry Kafe & Katering LLC d/b/a/ Kountry Kafe, L M Nordrum Investments LLC d/b/a Riverside, Wobbly Hog Ent. LLC d/b/a The Wobbly Hog Saloon, Merri Cassidy d/b/a Merri Cassidy’s, Windsong Family LLC d/b/a Moose Jaw Resort, Musky Jack Enterprises, Inc. d/b/a Musky Jack’s, David & Joan Harvey d/b/a Northernaire Bar & Grill, Theresa Braun d/b/a Northwoods Supper Club, and Crist Associates, Inc. d/b/a Wild Goose Resort.  Motion (Hintz, DeRemer) to approve the renewal of Alcohol Beverage Licenses as presented.  Roll call vote:  Hintz – aye, DeRemer - aye, Noetzel – abstained.  Motion approved.  
DISCUSS SOLID WASTE GARBAGE CONTRACT:   Waste Management informed the clerk that their contract with the town has an automatic renewing clause which has gone into effective, therefore their contract expiring June, 2009 has renewed until June 2010.  The terms of the contract stated that the town has to give Waste Management at least ninety days notice but not more than 180 days to cancel their contract.  The board decided to solicit quotes again next year after giving Waste Management the required notification to cancel their contract ending June 2010.

DISCUSS ORDINANCE TO CREATE TOWN COMPREHENSIVE PLAN COMMISSION:  The revised ordinance was reviewed.  The clerk will check out the numbers of the WI Statutes for accuracy.  The adoption of the ordinance will be place on next meeting’s agenda.
DISCUSS W. CENTRAL AVE SIDEWALK REPAIR – K. NEWBURY REQUEST:  K. Newbury reported that she is receiving many complaints from her customers on the condition of the sidewalk in front of her restaurant.  She states that D. Zierer would like the board to know that he also agrees that the sidewalk needs repair.  The Board agreed to fix the sidewalk after Labor Day so that it has time to set before freeze-up.
DISCUSS RESOLUTION DIRECTING ASSESSMENT OF SPECIAL CHARGE FOR CURRENT SERVICES – L. BAARS:  The Board reviewed the resolution and finds it acceptable.  A public hearing to discuss the adoption of this resolution is scheduled for 6:30 p.m. on July 2, 2009.  The regular board meeting will follow and the adoption of the resolution will be put on the agenda.
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COMPREHENSIVE PLANNING COMMITTEE UPDATE:  L. DeRemer reported that the committee is now addressing navigable waters and that they are on schedule.

DRIVEWAY ACCESS PERMITS:  Motion (Hintz, DeRemer) to approve the Driveway Access Permit for Jason Beahm.    Motion approved.  
CITIZENS CONCERNS:  None.
CORRESPONDENCE:   Correspondence included a Holding Tank Agreement for Laura Agostine signed by the Chairman, copies of Price County Zoning Department’s notifications of 911#s assigned, TEC Design letter of solicitation, Crispell-Snyder Inc. postcard of solicitation for their consultation services and complimentary training sessions for Plan Commission members, US Bankruptcy Court Notice of Chapter 11 Bankruptcy Cases, Meeting of Creditors, and Deadlines for General Motors Corporation, copy of Price County Zoning Department letter to J. Beahm  informing him that several permits he submitted were incomplete (including the Town of Fifield Driveway Access Permit), and WI Department of Commerce Municipalities Survey identifying the site in front of Ron Ernst Lumber as having abandoned underground tanks or petroleum contamination that needs to be cleaned and asking input to determine if this site has the greatest economic potential for redevelopment as clean up of those sites will be funded as part of the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act of 2009.
