
Fifield Sanitary District Commission Meeting Minutes 
of Wednesday, July 8, 2009
Present:  B Felch, D Pritzl, D Dunakin, D Ocker, C Kawleski, and the following 6 members of the public: D Haase, S Elkow, T & M Nichols, J Nelson, and A Stein.
The meeting was called to order at 6 pm on Wednesday, July 8 at the Fifield Town Hall.  The agenda for the meeting was posted in 3 locations at least 24 hours prior to the meeting.

Minutes:  The minutes of the June 10 regular meeting were read, and a motion was made to approve the minutes as read (Pritzl/Dunakin).  Motion approved.  
Operator's Report:  Meters have been read for the 2nd quarter, and a couple more meters have been switched out.  Ocker reported that cleaning of the sewer lines on West Central has been completed.  However, damage occurred in some homes due to pressure build-up.  Some residents reported that their toilets had overflowed.  Two residents, who are present at this meeting, reported their toilets being blown off the wax ring and damage to some of the sewer pipes and valves.  These residents were instructed to submit documentation of the damage in writing, as well as the plumber’s bills to fix the damage.  Ocker was instructed to check each house on the run that was cleaned.  The Clerk was instructed to contact Infratech to report the damage.    
Financial Report:  As of 6/30/09, the balance in the general checking account was $240,472.28.  The balance in the CD accounts remains $210,918.52.  Motion was made to accept the financial report as presented (Pritzl/Dunakin).  Motion approved.  
Possible Sewer Extension:  Since the June meeting, one more written response has been received.  This individual was in favor of the sewer extension if certain conditions were met.  Those in attendance at this meeting had questions regarding cost, installation, mandatory hook-up, location of the placement of the grinder pump on the property, and whether this would be part of Fifield’s comprehensive plan.  Three residents requested a copy of the schematics of the grinder pump.  
D Haase and T Nichols stated they would be interested in hooking up to water at the same time as the sewer extension.  The Clerk was instructed to contact Stan Charron to get cost information for a water extension in those two areas.  Due to the fact that there are still eight customers in the proposed extension areas who have not voiced an opinion, the Clerk was instructed to send them a simple “YES/NO” form to get their input.  This topic will be addressed again at the August 12 meeting.  On an unrelated issue, two residents expressed concern about the privies on West Central Ave.

Resolution to Pass 2008 E-CMAR:  E-CMAR was reviewed and discussed.  Resolution was made to pass the 2008 E-CMAR with no changes, corrections, or further actions (Pritzl/Felch).  Resolution passed.
PSC’s Interpretation of Billing for Minimum Charges:  Clerk stated she has reviewed a portion of the archived records but is not finished with this process.
Well Permit Renewals:   No further results submitted; representative for account #126 inquired about the process and is expected to submit results by the next meeting.

Progress on Projects:   Review of chart of accounts has been started.
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Correspondence:  E-newsletters from WRWA were distributed.
Other Business:  The outstanding balance for account #114 was discussed.  The Clerk reported to the Board the history of deferred payment agreements that have been signed, nonpayment of those agreements, issuance of disconnection notices, and subsequent failure to pay and failure to disconnect.  Because of the circumstances of this account, the Clerk requested that the Board assume responsibility for monitoring and enforcement of this account.  Board instructed the Operator to disconnect service if the July 10 payment is not made as outlined on the deferred payment agreement. 
Invoices:  Invoices were reviewed, and checks 3790 through 3806 were signed.   Two invoices were received after the June meeting, and checks 3788 & 3789 were signed on 6/22/09 to process those invoices timely.
Next Meeting:  Next regular meeting will be held on WEDNESDAY, August 12, 2009 at 6 pm at the Fifield Town Hall.
Adjournment:  Motion was made to adjourn at 7:45 pm (Pritzl/Dunakin).  Motion approved.
