ROLL CALL:  Meeting was brought to order on July 16, 2009 at 6:30 p.m. at the Pike Lake Fire Hall.  Present:  D. Noetzel, J. Hintz, L. DeRemer, S. Putnam and 10 others.
MINUTES:  Motion (DeRemer, Hintz) to accept the minutes of the July 2, 2009 Regular Board Meeting.  Motion approved.

TREASURER’S REPORT:  The treasurer’s report and financial statements for June, 2009 were presented to and accepted by the board.
TOWN CREW REPORT: T. Fleming reported that American Asphalt paved Shady Knoll Road last week, the crew is working on shoulders and driveway approaches on Shady Knoll Road, G. DeRemer is doing a good job mowing, and Fleming would like DeRemer as a part-time driver with a pay rate of $11.50 per hour which the board approved.  D. Noetzel reported on major pot holes on Twin Lakes Road which the crew will fix.
DISCUSS FOLLOW-UP LETTERS FOR EYESORES/HAZARDS:  The second letter per the Town’s Eyesores/Hazards Plan will be sent to Clark, Wise and Hackert as their properties have not been totally cleaned up.  H. Neeck has taken down part of the motel buildings on the Homestead Bar and Motel property.
APPOINT PLAN COMMISSOIN MEMBERS:   Current committee members are L. DeRemer, J. Wierzba, W. Ave’Lallemant, K. Kascewicz, J. Hintz, E. Gibeaut, and J. Robb.  The Plan Commission Ordinance allows a 5 to 6 member commission.  All members express interest in serving on the Plan Commission with E. Gibeaut volunteering to step down.  Appointment of members will be done at the next regular board meeting.

COMPREHENSIVE PLANNING COMMITTEE UPDATE:  L. DeRemer reported that the committee has finalized the land use element and is now working on mapping.
DRIVEWAY ACCESS PERMITS:  None.
CITIZENS CONCERNS:  J. Loewe asked the board to revisit the issue of Rustic Road status for Shady Knoll Road as well as the 45mph speed limit for the section of road from the Fish Trap Bridge to Smith Rapids Road.  T. Fleming will check into getting the equipment to record traffic count and speed in order to see how the road is being driven.  Then the board will revisit the issue.

CORRESPONDENCE:   Correspondence included D. Noetzel reporting on a discussion with Jake from the Forest Service regarding a landowner’s request to close part of the snowmobile/ATV trail on his Wintergreen Lake Road property to ATVs, and Torre from Waste Management inquired into contract negotiation which the town will do after the first of the year.
