TOWN OF FIFIELD REGULAR BOARD MEETING

MINUTES OF August 6, 2009
ROLL CALL:  Meeting was brought to order on August 6, 2009 at 6:30 p.m. at the Fifield Town Hall.  Present:  D. Noetzel, L. DeRemer, S. Putnam and 19 others.  Absent:  J. Hintz
MINUTES:  Motion (DeRemer, Noetzel) to accept the minutes of July 16, 2009 meeting.  Motion approved.  
TOWN CREW REPORT: T. Fleming reported that shoulder work on Shady Knoll Road as well as patching and grading of roads was done, Twin Lakes Road took a lot of patch this year and the board will check out if funds will allow for the pulverizing and graveling of the road, seeding and mulching of Figi Road was completed, and Fahrner completed their crack sealing.  The board instructed Fleming to move the bulletin board located at the Fifield Grocery to the Fifield Post Office (which the postmaster gave approval for).  D. Noetzel reported that B. Salm has access to a free stove for use in preparing senior meals at the town hall.  Fleming confirmed the crew could do and the board approved the wiring and installation of the stove.  .

 FIRE DEPARTMENT REPORT:  W. Felch, Fire Dept. #1 reported that activity was quiet, repair work was done on Truck #240, testing to certify the fire truck pumps will be conducted with four stations scheduled to take part, a firefighter one class begins August 24th with 8 new members from his department included, he will be purchasing several new pagers, he has applied for a Georgia Pacific grant to help fund equipment purchases and he has not yet heard about his FEMA grant application.  T. Mantor, Fire Dept. #2 reported that activity was quiet, he will be purchasing two new pagers, asked for and received approval to purchase fuel oil from Flambeau Oil, and asked for and received permission to pre-buy 2600 gallons of LP gas from Rusk County Farm Supply.  Mantor received quotes for two 20KW generators - $10,700 for the Generex model with a two year warranty and $10,390 for a Briggs with a 4 year warranty.  Pricing does not include hook-up.  Pike Lake Chain Fire Fighters Inc will be donating $10,000 and the sale of the existing generator should bring in approximately $1,800.  The board instructed Mantor to purchase the Briggs make of generators.  
APPOINT PLAN COMMISSION MEMBERS:  Before appointing members, the board instructed the clerk to amend the current ordinance to call for a seven member board.

TODD’S REDI MIX CONCRETE – CONCRETE PLANT:  Todd from Todd’s Redi Mix Concrete, LLC presented to the board a copy of his request to Price County Zoning for a rezone from Agriculture to Commercial Industrial for the installation of a ready mix concrete batch plant on the existing gravel pit property known as the Neeck Pit.  The board asked that Todd’s Redi Mix have as a condition of their rezoning, if allowed, the restriction that only a concrete plant is allowed to operate on this property under the Commercial Industrial classification. 
USE OF RACE TRACK FOR NOT-FOR-PROFIT WOMEN’S HEALTH:  The board had no objections to allowing the lawnmower race track to be used during the upcoming ATV rally to promote Price County Women’s Health.  
AMEND OFFICIAL ATV MAP – WINTERGREEN LAKE AND NEWMAN LAKE ROADS:  Motion (DeRemer, Noetzel) to amend the Official ATV Map to include Wintergreen Lake Road from the existing trail north to the town line.  Motion approved.  Roll call vote:  all ayes.  Motion approved.  Motion (DeRemer, Noetzel) to amend the Official ATV Map to include Park Road from the town line easterly to the existing trail east of So. Newman Lake Road.  Roll call vote:  all ayes.  Motion approved.

DRIVEWAY ACCESS PERMITS:  Motion (DeRemer, Noetzel) to approve driveway access permits for John Gutwein and Lee and Jennifer Karels.  Motion approved.
CITIZENS CONCERNS:  C. Ocker questioned the town’s revisiting of the speed limit set on Shady Knoll Road, M. Lobermeier presented a “Data Requested for Rustic Road Traffic Study” for the board to consider following, and T. Birchell expressed his favor of 55 mph.  Fleming said he cannot get equipment to determine how the road is traveled.  
CORRESPONDENCE:  Correspondence included Continental Computer Recycling letter of solicitation, copy of Price County Resolution #26-09 and Notice of Public Hearing on proposed amendment of Ordinance 89-10, WisLine Teleconference Series flyer for 2009-2010, Price County Sheriff’s Dept. request for update on designated posting locations, and notice of WTA’s 2009 Fall Budget and Finance Workshops.
