TOWN OF FIFIELD REGULAR BOARD MEETING

MINUTES OF August 20, 2009
ROLL CALL:  Meeting was brought to order on August 20, 2009 at 6:30 p.m. at the Pike Lake Fire Hall.  Present:  D. Noetzel, J. Hintz, L. DeRemer, S. Putnam and 7 others.
MINUTES:  Motion (DeRemer, Noetzel) to accept the minutes of the August 6, 2009 Regular Board Meeting.  Motion approved.

TREASURER’S REPORT:  The treasurer’s report and financial statements for July, 2009 were presented to and accepted by the board.
TOWN CREW REPORT: T. Fleming asked and the board approve the installing of a bulletin board on the outside of the Fifield Fire Hall instead of the Post Office noting that the Fifield Sanitary District will cover one-half the cost of the bulletin board, and reported that Centurytel will be burying cable along Shady Knoll Road and that he informed Centurytel they would be liable if any damage is done to the new ditch bed.  The board gave Fleming the approval to have the first mile of Twin Lakes Road and 1.3 miles of Shady Knoll Road from the Fish Trap Bridge to Pine creek pulverized this year.  The 2010 budget will then include blacktopping, and if necessary, the borrowing of the funds to cover this cost.
DISCUSS FOLLOW-UP FOR EYESORES/HAZARDS:  D. Noetzel reported that in regard to Mrs. Clark vehicles have been removed and the only vehicles left are registered, in regard to Ms. Wise an attempt has been made to clean up the property, and in regard to D. Hackert there has been no change.  The clerk was instructed to call T. Ellis of Price County Health to take a look at the condition of the Hackert property.  The clerk reported that the letter sent to L. Baars billing him for clean-up costs was returned unclaimed.  The clerk will inform Attorney B. Marshall of this and find out what the next step should be.

DISCUSS RIGHT OF WAY CLEARING ON RILEY LAKE ROAD:   Motion (Hintz, DeRemer) to authorize the Chairman to sign a letter requesting the Forest Service include the clearing of the town right of way on Riley Lake Road in their timber sale project.  Motion approved.
DISCUSS OPENING ATV ROUTE ON CLOVER CREEK ROAD:  DeRemer reported that B. McWilliams of the Forest Service requested that this route be opened as the Forest Service will be opening a trail segment from Highway 70 to trail #101 to connect with trail #121 via Clover Creek Road.  Motion (DeRemer, Hintz) to amend the Town Official ATV Map to include Clover Creek Road from Trail #121 north to Hwy 70.  Roll call vote:  Hintz – aye, DeRemer – aye, Noetzel – aye.  Motion approved.

SIGN STATE/MUNICIPAL AGREEMENT FOR SAILOR CREEK BRIDGE REPLACEMENT:  Motion (DeRemer, Hintz) to authorize the Chairman to sign the State/Municipal Agreement for a Stage 3 Local ARRA 2010 Construction Season Improvement Project for replacing Sailor Creek Bridge.  Motion approved.
J. CHIZEK REQUEST TO NAME TOWN AS COPYRIGHT CO-OWNER FOR FIFIELD SCHOOL HISTORY BOOK:  Motion (DeRemer, Hintz) to allow the Town of Fifield to be named with the Price County Historical Society exclusively as co-owners of the copyright for the Fifield Memorial Committee’s Fifield School history book.  Motion approved.
AMEND TOWN PLAN COMMISSION ORDINANCE NO. 89:  Motion (DeRemer, Hintz) to adopt Ordinance No. 91 Amending Ordinance No. 89 establishing a seven member instead of a 5 member Plan Commission.  Motion approved.  
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APPOINT PLAN COMMISSION MEMBERS:  Chairman D. Noetzel appointed, and the board approved, plan commission members as follows:  Two (2) Town Board members – L. DeRemer and J. Hintz, terms expiring April 2011;  Five (5) Citizens – Ed Gibeaut, term expiring April 30, 2010, Jim Robb and Kathy Kascewicz, terms expiring April 30, 2011, and Jack Wierzba and William Ave’Lallemant, terms expiring April 30, 2012.
COMPREHENSIVE PLANNING COMMITTEE UPDATE:  L. DeRemer reported that the committee is on schedule with C. Kostner, NWRPC GIS specialist reporting that their committee members are working extremely well together.  The next project to work on is the attitude maps.
DRIVEWAY ACCESS PERMITS:  None.
CITIZENS CONCERNS:  C. Schmelzer expressed a concern about gravel on the road way from ditching work being done by the crew and M. Stein asked and received answers to specific questions on the planned work on Twin Lakes Road.
CORRESPONDENCE:   Correspondence included a census letter regarding non-sheltered outdoor locations for homeless people, 2009 WI DOR notice of equalized value ($179,601,000), WI Taxpayers Alliance solicitation, Price County Zoning notice of 911# assigned for N15522 Chickadee Court, Hayward Scrap Metal solicitation, UW-Extension notice for their 2009 Fall Budget and Finance Workshops, Crawling Stone Inc. proposal for Fire Dept. #2’s purchase of 2 20KW Briggs and Stratton generators for signing by the Chairman, Continental Computer Recycling contract providing a free service for the purpose of computer, electronic and cellular phone collection which the board will consider at their next meeting,  and Price County District Attorney letter informing the town of the disposition of the L. Dragovich case along with information on the VINE service which provides enrolled victims with access to information about the offender.
