MINUTES OF September 17, 2009
ROLL CALL:  Meeting was brought to order on September 17, 2009 at 6:30 p.m. at the Pike Lake Fire Hall.  Present:  D. Noetzel, J. Hintz, L. DeRemer, S. Putnam and 9 others.
MINUTES:  Motion (Hintz, Noetzel) to accept the minutes of the September 3, 2009 Regular Board Meeting.  Motion approved.

TREASURER’S REPORT:  The treasurer’s report and financial statements for August, 2009 were presented to and accepted by the board.
TOWN CREW REPORT: T. Fleming presented the WisDOT Gas Tax Maps which the Chairman signed.  Fleming reported on road work being on Shady Knoll Road, including pulverizing scheduled for the week of September 28th, the bulletin board has been taken down at the Fifield Grocery and a new one placed at the Fifield Fire Hall, and while attending the reflectivity sign school found out that the date for compliance has been pushed back to 2012, at which time the town might consider the purchase (possibly with other towns) of a retro-reflectivity meter.   After inspection, the board decided not to pulverize Twin Lakes Rd.  
SIGN LIMITED POWER OF ATTORNEY/ASSIGNMENT OF RIGHT TO REZONE AGREEMENT BETWEEN TOWN OF FIFIELD AND TODD’S REDI MIX CONCRETE, LLC:  Motion (DeRemer, Hintz) to authorize the Chairman to sign the Limited Power of Attorney/Assignment of Right to Rezone Agreement Between Town of Fifield and Todd’s Redi Mix Concrete, LLC.  Motion approved.
SIGN FIRST NATIONAL BANK LOAN PAPERS:   Motion (Hintz, DeRemer) to authorize the Chairman and Town Clerk/Treasurer to sign the First National Bank loan papers.  Roll call vote:  DeRemer – aye, Hintz – aye, Noetzel – aye.  Motion approved.
DISCUSS OPENING PART OF OLD 13 AND PETERS ROADS AS ATV ROUTE:  E. Kellesvig presented a petition signed by several property owners requesting the opening of Old 13 and Peters Roads to ATV traffic.  Following policy, the clerk will get Mr. Kellesvig survey forms to be mailed to all property owners along the route.  The board will consider the request after survey forms are returned.  
BUDGET REVIEW:  The first draft of the budget worksheets was given to the board for their review.
COMPREHENSIVE PLANNING COMMITTEE UPDATE:  L. DeRemer reported that the committee did not meet today but will meet on Monday when they will be working on the attitude maps.

DRIVEWAY ACCESS PERMITS:  None.
CITIZENS CONCERNS:  J. Robb reported that Price County Chairman B. Kopisch acknowledged receipt of the town’s resolution supporting UW-Extension.  Kopisch also asked for ideas as to how the county board could cut over 1 million dollars from their budget.

CORRESPONDENCE:   Correspondence included the Governmental Solutions publication, Mary Williams letter offering a free blue book upon request, copy of S E H’s Programmatic Environmental Check List for Sailor Creek Bridge, Truck Country solicitation, WI DOA notice that they are accepting applications for the 2010 Comprehensive Planning Grant Program, copy of WI DOA comments to Certified Survey Map for M. Lee, Public Service Commission of WI letter regarding implementation of the new 715/534 overlay effective 10-17-09 and mandated 10-digit dialing effective 7-17-10, and Int’l Union of Op. Engineers letter containing their initial proposal for the Town’s review asking for a response by 11-15-09.
