MINUTES OF OCTOBER 15, 2009
ROLL CALL:  Meeting was brought to order on October 15, 2009 at 6:40 p.m. at the Pike Lake Fire Hall.  Present:  D. Noetzel, J. Hintz, L. DeRemer, S. Putnam and 8 others.
MINUTES:  Motion (DeRemer, Hintz) to accept the minutes of the October 1, 2009 Regular Board Meeting.  Motion approved.

TREASURER’S REPORT:  The treasurer’s report and financial statements for September, 2009 were presented to and accepted by the board.
TOWN CREW REPORT: T. Fleming reported that Shady Knoll has been pulverized and graveled, turkeys are tearing up the mulch and if the damage is bad enough may have to be redone in the spring, and CenturyTel will be notified to come back and fix some problems they caused on Shady Knoll Road.  Brusher quotes were discussed.
PFACDC PRESENTATOIN AND REQUEST FOR DONATION:  B. LaRose, PFACDC Coordinator/Planner presented their 2009 Annual Report, reviewing it in detail and asked the board to again make a donation to the PFACDC.  The 2010 budget includes a $1,250 donation with another $1,250 planned for 2011. 
DISCUSS TOWN ROAD IMPROVEMENT PROGRAM (TRIP):  The board instructed T. Fleming to make application for the blacktopping of approximately .4 mile of Shady Knoll Road, 24’ wide, 3” thick, with a cost not to exceed $65,000.
APPROVE TEMPORARY CLASS B RETAILER’S LICENSE FOR SNO-DROVERS:  Motion (Hintz, DeRemer) to approve the Temporary Class B Retailer’s License for the Sno-Drover’s for their Spaghetti Feed on October 24, 2009.  Motion approved.
BUDGET REVIEW:  The budget was finalized with no levy increase.  The public hearing and town budget meeting will be scheduled for 6:00 p.m. on Thursday, November 5, 2009 at the Fifield Town Hall.
COMPREHENSIVE PLANNING COMMITTEE UPDATE:  L. DeRemer announced that the Public Open House will be held from 6:00 to 7:30 p.m. on Wednesday, October 22, 2009 at the Fifield Town Hall.  
DRIVEWAY ACCESS PERMITS:  None.
CITIZENS CONCERNS:  W. Ertl, representing the Boy Scouts of America Order of the Arrow, asked for and received permission from the board to include in their next year’s service project the building of a bell tower at the Forest Home Cemetery.  The project estimated at no more than $5,000 will be funded through the cemetery’s account.
