TOWN OF FIFIELD REGULAR BOARD MEETING

MINUTES OF November 5, 2009
ROLL CALL:  Meeting was brought to order on November 5, 2009 at 7:00 p.m. at the Fifield Town Hall.  Present:  D. Noetzel, L. DeRemer, S. Putnam and 17 others.  Absent:  J. Hintz.  
MINUTES:  Motion (DeRemer, Noetzel) to accept the minutes of October 15, 2009 Special Board meeting as amended and October 15, 2009 Regular Board meeting.  Motion approved.  
TOWN CREW REPORT: T. Fleming reported that the TRIP application has been filed, the no-wake buoys have been removed from the Pike Lake Chain of Lakes, the salt shed has been filled with salt sand, several residents asked that the crew cut several trees in the town’s right of way, and the crew assisted the Sanitary District with a water leak at the Old Town Hall Museum.  B. Salm would like to put a 6’ freezer in the town hall for use with the senior meals held on Wednesdays.  T. Fleming expressed concern that the hall’s 100 amp electrical service may not be sufficient.  Bill and Diane Becker offered to donate a smaller newer freezer that should draw less electricity.  Fleming will notify Salm of this.

FIRE DEPARTMENT REPORT:  W. Felch, Fire Dept. #1 reported that the fire class is going well, weather stripping of the garage doors will be done next week, he is looking to upgrade needed rescue equipment consisting of a pump and combination spreader/cutter with hose, the cost will run about $8,500, the board agreed to the purchase with funds of up to $7,500 coming from race proceeds and the balance from grants and/or his budget after the first of the year.  T. Mantor, Fire Dept. #2 reported on a couple of med calls, electrical hook up for the generators will be done Monday as well as a cover built for the generators, asked for and received approval to move the old tanker to the Fire Dept #1 hall to give Fire Dept #2 more room, and asked for and received approval to purchase four new pagers that will be billed for after the first of the year.

OPEN BIDS FOR GENERAC GENERATOR:  Two bids were received and opened:  $2,025 from Lynda Dayton and $2,525.25 from Dennis Liebelt.   Motion (DeRemer, Noetzel) to accept the bid of $2,525.25 from Dennis Liebelt.  Motion approved.

DISCUSS NOTICE OF DIRECT STATE UDC ENFORCEMENT:  Rick Clem, R C Inspection Agency LLC explained that the State of WI will be taking over UDC inspections unless the town adopts its own UDC Ordinance.  Clem suggested the town pass its own ordinance as the State does not have adequate manpower to do timely inspections in our area.  Clem will provide sample ordinances and contracts to the board to review at their next regular board meeting.  The clerk will send the State a letter that the town is considering passing their own ordinance and to ask for an extension of the December 1, 2009 deadline.
ADOPT 2010 BUDGET:  Motion (DeRemer, Noetzel) to adopt the 2010 Town Budget, with a town tax levy of $280,500, fire department #1 levy of $94,641, and a fire department #2 levy of $71,941, as approved by the Special Town Meeting.  Roll call vote:  DeRemer – aye, Noetzel – aye.  Motion approved.

SIGN MOU WITH PRICE COUNTY FOR THE STATEWIDE VOTER REGISTRATION SYSTEM:  Motion (DeRemer, Noetzel) to authorize the Chairman to sign the MOU with Price County for the Statewide Voter Registration System.  Motion approved.

DISCUSS STATE OF WISCONSIN TRANSFERRING TO NEW FRANCHISE SYSTEM FOR CABLE/VIDEO FRANCHISES:  A letter from Packerland Broadband was presented giving the town information about the State of Wisconsin’s new system for cable/video franchises.  Under the new system, each municipality may elect to receive a franchise fee, designate the number of PEG channels required to provide channel capacity and the amount and type of monetary support for access facilities for PEG channels through January 9, 2011.  The board decided to make no changes to the fees or operations currently in effect.  
DISCUSS UNION CONTRACT FOR 2010-2012:  Motion (DeRemer, Noetzel) to move on the agenda the discussion of the Union Contract for 2010-2012 to after Correspondence.  Motion approved.
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DRIVEWAY ACCESS PERMITS:  None
CITIZENS CONCERNS:  W. Becker, D. Becker and B. Koch expressed their opposition to making Peters Road an ATV Route.  G. Rietz of Simon Road inquired into the timeline for getting more gravel put on the road.  Discussed was the reclaiming of the shoulders this year and the adding of gravel this year or next.  
CORRESPONDENCE:  Correspondence included a call from M. Luoma of the Chequamegon School District asking about Figi Road, letter from the Chequamegon School District asking for name of contact to provide information on road conditions and plowing progress, copy of S E H’s final plans and documents for Sailor Creek Bridge and Approaches project, Forest Service Forest Proposal for the 2010 Motor Vehicle Use Map Update, Forest Service letter containing corrections to the update, Crossroads newsletter, solicitation from A.C.T. to provide recycling of electronic items, copy of Price County’s Notice of Spring Election, copy of Price County Resolution #43-09 approving the rezoning petition for Todd’s Redi Mix Concrete, LLC from A-1 to CI-1, Price County’s Joint Powers Agreement County 9-1-1 Emergency System which the Chairman signed, and Price County Zoning’s notice of public hearing on revision of the Non-Metallic Mining Reclamation Ordinance..

DISCUSS UNION CONTRACT FOR 2010-2012:  Chairman Noetzel had thoroughly reviewed the proposed contract.  Noetzel suggested and the board agreed to several changes to the contract.  The clerk will notify the union of the changes to be incorporated into the contract before the board accepts it.
