
Fifield Sanitary District Commission Meeting Minutes of Wednesday, October 14, 2009
Present: B Felch, D Pritzl, D Dunakin, D Ocker, T Fleming, C Kawleski, and the following 5 members of the public:  G Griesel, G Griesel, T Kaiser, M Nicholls, and T Nicholls.
The meeting was called to order at 6 pm on Wednesday, October 14 at the Fifield Town Hall.  The agenda for the meeting was posted in 3 locations at least 24 hours prior to the meeting.

Minutes:  The minutes of the September 9 regular meeting were presented, and a motion was made to approve the minutes as presented (Pritzl/Felch).  Motion approved.  
Operator's Report:  L&S Electric, Inc. submitted a bid of $3,135.00 to rebuild the lift station pump impellor and $5,250.00 to replace the impellor.  Ocker was asked which option he would recommend.  He stated he would like to obtain a quote from MSA to build an above-ground structure to bring the equipment out of the lift station pit before deciding on impellor replacement vs repair.  The hydrants have been flushed, and meters were read for the third quarter.  Pond sampling has been completed, and discharge from the pond to the seepage cell has started.   Ocker reported the cross-connection seminar he and Fleming attended was very informative, and they are scheduled to attend a seminar on Friday that will include a mill tour.  Regarding the leak at the Price Co Historical Society property, it is unknown whether it is leaking on the customer side or by the curb stop.  Wollerman’s is supposed to check the leak site, and Ocker was instructed to get a ballpark idea of what the leak repair will cost.  A 6% raise was requested by Ocker and Fleming.  This will be placed on the next agenda.
Financial Report:  On 10/8/09 one of the CDs renewed at a rate of 2.4%, which is a decrease from 4.5%.  As of 9/30/09, the balance in the general checking account was $240,490.56.  The balance in the CD accounts remains $212,724.12.  Motion was made to accept the financial report as presented (Pritzl/Dunakin).  Motion approved.  
Purchase of a Fax Machine:  The fax machine in the Town Hall / Sanitary District office needs to be replaced.  Because the majority of the faxes are for the Sanitary District from Digger’s Hotline, the Town has requested that the Sanitary District purchase a fax machine.  Motion was made to purchase a fax machine for the office (Dunakin/Felch).  Motion approved.
Sewer Extension Project:  MSA has not submitted any further information regarding funding options; therefore, this item is tabled.  President Felch will contact MSA to check on the status of the project.
Well Permit Renewals:   No contact has been received from account #90 or account #82.   The Board felt that forced well closure should be considered as a last resort.  President Felch instructed the Clerk to send one more letter extending the deadline to the November 11 meeting.  He further instructed the Clerk to send them a copy of the well abandonment ordinance and well closure information from the DNR.
Budget Process:  Budget was discussed.  Motion was made to set the tax levy for 2010 at $15,000.00 (Dunakin/Pritzl).  Motion approved.  The Clerk will submit this information to Wipfli so they can finish the proposed Budget.
Tax Roll:  The following figures are anticipated to be placed on the tax roll:  public fire protection remains $18,291.00; tax levy will be $15,000.00; special assessments will be $7,675.77; and anticipated delinquent utility will be $2,709.02.
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Correspondence:  E-newsletters from WRWA were distributed.
Other Business:  Representatives from Wheel Way were present to inquire about the hookup process for a new building to be constructed on the lot across from Wheel Way.  A plan for the proposed location was submitted.  Cost was discussed, and a hook-up application was given to them.
Invoices: Invoices were reviewed, and checks 3853 through 3872 were signed.  Check #3852 was signed on 10/7 for timely processing of an invoice, and checks 3849-3851 were signed in late September for timely processing of invoices received after the 9/9 meeting.
Next Meeting:  Next regular meeting will be held on Wednesday, November 11, 2009 at 6 pm at the Fifield Town Hall.
Adjournment:  Motion was made to adjourn at 7:30 pm (Pritzl/Dunakin).  Motion approved.
