TOWN OF FIFIELD REGULAR BOARD MEETING

MINUTES OF November 19, 2009
ROLL CALL:  Meeting was brought to order on November 19, 2009 at 6:30 p.m. at the Fifield Town Hall.  Present:  D. Noetzel, J. Hintz, L. DeRemer, S. Putnam and 15 others.
MINUTES:  Motion (DeRemer, Noetzel) to accept the minutes of the November 5, 2009 Regular Board Meeting.  Motion approved.

TREASURER’S REPORT:  The treasurer’s report and financial statements for October, 2009 were presented to and accepted by the board.
TOWN CREW REPORT: T. Fleming reported that the crew has been graveling town roads, gravel is running low and crushing of more gravel should be done in 2011, the Rustic Road signs are in and will be put up after the State marks out their locations, MSHAW Refresher training for the crew is coming up, J. Hintz would also like to attend the MSHAW training, and the town will not receive any TRIP money this round.  
APPROVE ORIGINAL ALCOHOL BEVERAGE LICENSE FOR SEED N FEED STORE:  Motion (Hintz, DeRemer) to approve the Class A Beer Original Alcohol Beverage License for Bernie Luedtke, Seed N Feed Store.  Motion approved.
DISCUSS OPENING PART OF OLD 13 ROAD AND PETERS ROAD AS AN ATV ROUTE:  Residents presented pros and cons for opening the two roads to ATV traffic.  Fourteen of eighteen surveys were returned and the results reviewed by the board.  Residents were told that if there are problems to document them.  Motion (DeRemer, Hintz) to amend the town’s Official ATV Map to include Old 13 Road from Chada Road to Peters Road, and Peters Road from Old 13 Road to the trail as an ATV route with a speed limit of 25 mph.  Roll call vote:  DeRemer – aye, Hintz – aye, Noetzel – aye.  Motion approved.
DISCUSS UDC ORDINANCE AND CONTRACT WITH R C INSPECTION AGENCY, LLC: The board was presented a draft ordinance based on the WTA sample ordinance, copies of other town’s ordinances, copies of R C Inspection Agency LLC  contracts with other towns as well as their price list.  The board will review for the next meeting.  
DISCUSS PROPOSED CHANGES TO COLLECTIVE BARGAINING AGREEMENT 2010-2012:  The board reviewed the clerk’s letter to the Union requesting changes to the contract, as agreed upon at the last meeting.  After making several changes, the clerk was instructed to send out the letter.

COMPREHENSIVE PLANNING COMMITTEE UPDATE:  L. DeRemer announced the next meeting will be November 30, 2009, the plan is progressing nicely, and an Open House will be held in December.  
DRIVEWAY ACCESS PERMITS:  None.
CITIZENS CONCERNS:  R. Plant inquired into the status of L. Baars.  T. Mantor informed the board that D. Liebelt will be picking up the generator the next day.  The clerk reported that she has not received payment but did instruct Liebelt that he could pay Mantor when he picks up the generator.    
CORRESPONDENCE:   Correspondence included a call from R. Plant inquiring into grading Chizek Road, WTA newsletter containing an ad for a used brusher which T. Fleming will check out, WTA notice of a December seminar which all board members would like to attend, notice of WisLine classes for Open Government and Parliamentary Procedure and Local Land Use Planning and Zoning, e-mail from Price County Treasurer explaining the possible implementation of County Wide property assessment, and an e-mail from the DNR informing the town that they will be required to inform residents on electronics recycling options starting February 1, 2010 and that they will be providing information to be used to fulfill this requirement in January, 2010, 
Review Invoices:  Motion (DeRemer, Hintz) to accept invoices for payment.
