TOWN OF FIFIELD REGULAR BOARD MEETING

MINUTES OF December 17, 2009
ROLL CALL:  Meeting was brought to order on December 17, 2009 at 6:30 p.m. at the Fifield Town Hall.  Present:  D. Noetzel, J. Hintz, L. DeRemer, S. Putnam and 6 others.
MINUTES:  Motion (DeRemer, Hintz) to accept the minutes of the December 3, 2009 Regular Board Meeting.  Motion approved.

TREASURER’S REPORT:  The treasurer’s report and financial statements for November, 2009 were presented to and accepted by the board.
TOWN CREW REPORT: T. Fleming reported on work done on the Sterling dump truck, the trimming of limbs at the intersection of Hicks Landing and Chada Roads, and discussed with the board the signing of Smith Rapid Road with speed limit and reduce speed ahead signs at the Smith Rapids Bridge.  Since this section of road is in the town of Eisenstein, D. Noetzel will call A. Herbst to see if they would like Fifield to do this and then let Matt at the Forest Service know. If signed, the Forest Service will enforce the speed limit.
DISCUSS UDC ORDINANCE #92:  Motion (Hintz, DeRemer) to adopt UDC Ordinance #92.  Roll call vote:  Hintz – aye, DeRemer – aye, Noetzel – aye.  Motion approved.
DISCUSS CONTRACT WITH R C INSPECTION AGENCY, LLC FOR UDC INSPECTIONS:  Motion (DeRemer, Hintz) to authorize the Chairman to sign the contract with R C Inspection Agency, LLC for UDC inspections.  Roll call vote:  Hintz – aye, DeRemer – aye, Noetzel – aye.  Motion approved.
DISCUSS COLLECTIVE BARGAINING AGREEMENT 2010-2012:  The contract was reviewed and several items still are not worded as the board requested.  The chairman will contact the union representative requesting an amended copy.  Motion (Hintz, DeRemer) to authorize the Chairman to sign the amended contract if received by December 31, 2009.  Roll call vote:  Hintz – aye, DeRemer – aye, Noetzel – aye.  Motion approved.
APPOINT ELECTION WORKERS FOR THE 2010-2011 TERM:  The Chairman appointed election workers for Ward One:  Marge King, Ann Liebelt, Ethel Poetzl, Diane Becker, Bernice Bergdorf, Dolaine Pritzl and Bonita Salm;  Ward Two:  Denise Klein, Pat Mantor, Sharron Ziemer, Natalie Shiltz, Richard Thorbjornsen, Jean Nelson and Becky Marvin. Motion (DeRemer, Hintz) to approve the appointments for the 2010-2011 terms.  Motion approved.

DISCUSS LETTER REAFFIRMING COST SHARING OF ABATEMENT AGAINST BAARS PROPERTY WITH PRICE COUNTY:  Atty. B. Marshall suggested a letter be sent to the P. C. Board Chairman R. Kopisch reaffirming the sharing of the cost of abatement against L. Baars property as the process of taking the property by tax deed will happen in December and any special charges against the property for the current year will not be honored by the county when property is taken by tax deed.  Motion (Hintz, DeRemer) to direct the clerk to send the letter reaffirming cost sharing of abatement against the Baars property with Price County.  Motion approved.   
DRIVEWAY ACCESS PERMITS:  None.
CITIZENS CONCERNS:  The clerk was instructed to contact Atty. B. Marshall regarding the status of deeding over lots to the Price County Historical Society.
