TOWN OF FIFIELD REGULAR BOARD MEETING

MINUTES OF January 21, 2010
ROLL CALL:  Meeting was brought to order on January 21, 2010 at 7:00 p.m. at the Fifield Town Hall.  Present:  D. Noetzel, J. Hintz, L. DeRemer, S. Putnam and 31 others.
MINUTES:  Motion (DeRemer, Hintz) to accept the minutes of the January 7, 2010 Regular Board Meeting as amended and the January 12, 2010 Special Board Meeting as presented.  Motion approved.

TREASURER’S REPORT:  The treasurer’s report and financial statements for December, 2009 were presented to and accepted by the board.
DISCUSS COMPREHENSIVE PLAN COMMISSION PUBLIC HEARING AND ADOPTION PROCEDURE:  The Plan Commission reported that they still have some work to do.  They will be meeting in March and will hold another Public Hearing.  No action was taken by the town board.

TOWN CREW REPORT: T. Fleming reported that it is time to let bids for this year’s blacktopping projects, which will be put on next meeting’s agenda, and that a road seminar will be held on March 18th which he would like to attend.  D. Noetzel reported that he talked with Town of Eisenstein Chairman A. Herbst regarding signage on Smith Rapids Road by the covered bridge and Herbst agreed to split the cost of the signs that are being requested by the Forest Service.  
DISCUSS R. KELNHOFER REQUEST FOR REZONING FROM A-1 TO CI-I:  Two members of the Kelnhofer family were present to discuss the rezone and a history of the property.    Noetzel reported that he contacted J. Mader, an adjacent landowner, and he did not object to the rezone.  L. DeRemer reported that she talked with R. Kelnhofer and was satisfied with his responses to her concerns.  L. Wollner, a neighboring landowner, expressed his opposition.  Several residents of the town expressed their opposition to the CI-I classification and wanted to restrict commercial use through a conditional use permit instead of changing the zoning of the property.  Motion (DeRemer, Hintz) to take no action to oppose the request for rezoning.  Motion approved.
AMEND 2009 BUDGET:  Motion (DeRemer, Hintz) to amend the 2009 Budget to increase Intergovernmental Revenue by $19,700, and increase expenditures for Insurance by $600, Highway & Street Maintenance by $3,000, Highway and Street Construction by $3,000, Solid Waste Disposal/Dumpster by $1,000, Recycling Expenditures by $2,000, Culture, Recreation, Education by $100, and Conservation & Development by $10,000 for a total decrease in expenditures of $19,700.  Roll call vote:  Hintz – aye, DeRemer – aye, Hintz – aye, Noetzel – aye.  Motion approved.
DISCUSS LETTING BIDS FOR NON HAZARDOUS WASTES COLLECTION:  The current contract with Waste Management requires the contract to be terminated in writing at least 90 days but no more than 180 days before the expiration date otherwise it will self-renew.  Motion (DeRemer, Hintz) to instruct the Clerk to send a letter of termination to Waste Management and letters soliciting quotes to Waste Management, J B Disposal, Northern Disposal, Durand and Veolia for consideration at the second board meeting in March.  Motion approved.  
DISCUSS LETTING BIDS FOR ASSESSOR:  The Clerk was instructed to contact J. Muelver of Peterson Appraisals, Inc., the current assessor, to arrange a meeting with the town board to discuss his contract and a possible information meeting with the public, before quotes are solicited.  
DISCUSS COLLECTIVE BARGAINING AGREEMENT:  D. Noetzel reviewed the process for arbitration as explained to him by Attorney D. Deda, the attorney at Slaby, Deda, Marshall and Reinhard LLP that handles labor issues.  Noetzel will call R. Patrow, Union Rep. to tell him to file for arbitration and will also talk with Deda about scheduling a meeting with the board.  The clerk was instructed to send copies of the contract to Mr. Deda.  
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DRIVEWAY ACCESS PERMITS:  None.
CITIZENS CONCERNS:  R. Lobermeier expressed concerns that some of the same people on the Comprehensive Plan Commission are also on the town board or the Price County Zoning Committee.  
CORRESPONDENCE:   Correspondence included Noetzel’s conversation with Jon’s Auto Werks that they may have a process outside of the town board to deal with abandoned cars, Price County Unit WTA’s notice of their quarterly meeting, Crossroads Newsletter, Oneida County Towns Unit invitation to attend a coordinated meeting with neighboring counties & towns to discuss current issues, executed copy of Amendment #1 to the Sailor Creek Bridge Project contract from Cedar Corporation, Burke Playground Equipment catalog, Price County Zoning notice of public hearing on proposed ordinance revisions, Wipflii letter of engagement which the Chairman signed, P. Griepentrog letter requesting the Public Hearing date on the Comprehensive Plan be extended 30 days, Price County Historical Society agreement regarding the shared copyright to the Hilltop School History Book which the Chairman signed, CDBG Satisfaction for J. Dolence with the Chairman signed, copy of the Town of Newbold’s Resolution opposing county assessment in Wisconsin, First National Bank’s notice of change in the current interest rate earned from 1.75% to 1.50, First National Bank Loan #37529 Promissory Note (road construction loan) marked as paid in full, and Storm Sirens, Inc. solicitation.
