
Fifield Sanitary District Commission Meeting Minutes of Wednesday, February 10, 2010
Present: B Felch, D Pritzl, D Dunakin, D Ocker, C Kawleski, and no members of the public.

The meeting was called to order at 6 pm on Wednesday, February 10 at the Fifield Town Hall.  The agenda for the meeting was posted in 3 locations at least 24 hours prior to the meeting.

Minutes:  The minutes of the January 13 regular meeting were presented, and a motion was made to approve the minutes as presented (Pritzl/Dunakin).  Motion approved.  
Operator's Report:  Ocker reported that the rebuilt, spare pump for the lift station has been received.
Financial Report:  As of 1/29/10, the balance in the general checking account was $181,669.21.  The balance in the CD accounts remains $215,769.15.  Motion was made to accept the financial report for January as presented (Pritzl/Dunakin).  Motion approved.  
Sewer Extension Project Update:  Notification from the DNR’s Clean Water Fund has not been received yet.  Kawleski reported that “Lance” from Rural Development’s Spooner office called her today and introduced himself as our new contact person for the financing project.  He stated he would email her some additional information that would assist with the pre-application process.  At the time of the meeting, it had not appeared on her email yet.
Annual Audit:  Audit is scheduled for Monday, March 8th.  Ocker and Kawleski have started the preliminary audit work.
Possible Revisions of Ordinance 10:   A “DRAFT” version was submitted for the Board to review.  Revisions included changing the 5 year permit fee to $50.00, setting a clearer deadline for submission of annual safe water test results, and establishing a process to dispatch the Operator to complete the testing process if the well permit holder fails to submit the safe water test results by the deadline.  The Board approved the draft with no changes.  Kawleski will submit a final version for approval and signature at the March 10 meeting.  After the motion to adopt has been made and approved, Ordinance 10A will be published in the Park Falls Herald.
Correspondence:  E-newsletters from WRWA were distributed.
Other Business:  A price quote to clean and inspect the water tower was submitted by Utility Services of Lowell, MI.  Because we are due for another routine inspection, the Clerk was instructed to obtain quotes from at least 2 other companies for the Board to consider at the March / April meeting.  Lane Tank Co. was the last company to do work on the water tower.  They will be contacted for a quote.
Invoices: Invoices were reviewed, and checks 3932 through 3947 were signed.  Check #3931 was signed on 1/23/10 to take advantage of early pay terms on the invoice for the rebuilt lift station pump.

Next Meeting:  Next regular meeting will be held on Wednesday, March 10, 2010, at 6 pm at the Fifield Town Hall.
Adjournment:  Motion was made to adjourn at 6:45 pm (Pritzl/Dunakin).  Motion approved.
