TOWN OF FIFIELD REGULAR BOARD MEETING

MINUTES OF March 4, 2010
ROLL CALL:  Meeting was brought to order on March 4, 2010 at 6:30 p.m. at the Fifield Town Hall.  Present:  D. Noetzel, J. Hintz, L. DeRemer, S. Putnam and 9 others.
MINUTES:  Motion (Hintz, Noetzel) to accept the minutes of the February 18, 2010 Regular Board meeting and the February 24, 2010 Special Board meeting.  Motion approved.  
TREASURER’S REPORT:  The clerk represented and the board accepted the treasurer’s reports for January, 2010 and February, 2010.

TOWN CREW REPORT:  T. Fleming reported that the town follows the county when posting roads and that the county may be posting next week, asked the board for and was given the authority to approval heavy vehicle travel on posted town roads on a case by case basis, reported that the logger doing work for the Forest Service on Riley Lake Road asked for permission to work during the spring to which the board gave their approval since the road is a gravel road with the condition the logger is careful, and reported that the crew has been working in the shop.  The clerk presented two letters from area businesses asking the board to give them blanket authority to drive on posted roads.  The board denied the requests.  L. DeRemer reported on a frozen culvert by Kountry Kafe and Merri Cassidy’s.  Fleming will mark the area with a ribbon.  The clerk reported that the prevailing wage determination letter was received from the Department of Commerce for the Shady Knoll Road blacktopping project.  Fleming was given a copy.  

FIRE DEPARTMENT REPORT:  W. Felch, Fire Dept. #1 reported that activity was quiet with one med call, the 24 hour HazMat class has started and the U S Census Bureau will be using the meeting room in the fire hall for training for 3 weeks in March.  T. Mantor, Fire Dept. #2 reported activity as quiet, asked for and received permission to order 22-unit coat racks for an approximate cost of $3,918.50, and the Forest Service will be burning the big fields at the old Vander Veen farms this summer.  

DISCUSS PARK FALLS POOL FUNDING REQUEST:  Motion (Hintz, DeRemer) to donate $750 to the Park Falls Community Pool Fund.  Motion approved.   The donating of addition funds will be discussed at the annual town meeting to be held April 13, 2010.
APPROVE ORIGINAL ALCOHOL BEVERAGE LICENSE FOR RBWM ENTERPIRSES, LLC – WILD GOOSE RESORT:  Motion (DeRemer, Hintz) to approve the Original Alcohol Beverage License Application for a Class B Combination Beer and Liquor License for RBWM Enterprises, LLC d/b/a Wild Goose Resort Pub and Grill.  Motion approved.  
DISCUSS ABANDONED FUEL TANK AT W7179 BLASAM ST.:  D. Noetzel reported on his conversation with R. Ernst where Ernst agreed to have the location of the underground tank marked off.  Noetzel will have S. Schall, DOC, contact T. Fleming regarding this.  Ernst will contact his attorney for advice for moving forward.  If necessary, the town’s attorney may be asked to talk with Ernst’s attorney.  
DISCUSS TRACTOR-MOWER PURCHASE:  The board reviewed Lulich Implement’s quotes on tractor–mowers.  Of interest to the board was the T6050 New Holland tractor at a cost of $130,886.
DISCUSS SALE OF OLD SCHOOL LOTS:  The sale of the old school lots will be discussed at the Annual Town Meeting scheduled for April 13, 2010.  D. Noetzel was instructed by the board to contact G. Gunderson for a free market analysis of the property. 
DISCUSS DATE FOR MEDIATION OF UNION CONTRACT:  The board agreed to set the date for mediation as April 19, 2010 at 1:00 p.m. at the Fifield Town Hall, with the clerk letting L. Millot, WERC and D. Deda know.  A special board meeting will be scheduled for 5:30 p.m. on April 1, 2010 to discuss the mediation process in closed session with D. Deda.
