TOWN OF FIFIELD REGULAR BOARD MEETING

MINUTES OF March 18, 2010
ROLL CALL:  Meeting was brought to order on March 18, 2010 at 6:30 p.m. at the Fifield Town Hall.  Present:  D. Noetzel, J. Hintz, L. DeRemer, S. Putnam and 11 others. 
MINUTES:  Motion (DeRemer, Hintz) to accept the minutes of the March 4, 2010 Regular Board meeting.  Motion approved.  
TOWN CREW REPORT: T. Fleming reported that town roads were posted on March 16, 2010, he attended a workshop at Tomahawk where town crews were being asked to watch for invasive plant species along town roads, and work done by the crew included sweeping of roads, grading and working in the shop.  
QUOTE FOR NON-HAZARDOUS WASTE COLLECTION:  Quotes were received from Waste Management and Durand Companies.  Each board member received a copy.  The clerk will contact Northern Disposal to see it they will be submitting a quote and get copies to each board member for consideration at the next regular board meeting.

DISCUSS FUEL TANK REMOVAL AT W7179 BALSAM ST:  The location of the tank has been marked off.  Information on the PECFA program will be given to R. Ernst.  Ernst commented that he is waiting for the results of the hearing with the WI DOC.  D. Noetzel will ask our town attorney to talk with Ernst’s attorney.  
DISCUSS PURCHASE OF BRUSHER/MOWER:  The board agreed they have three options:  buying, leasing or contracting out for services.  T. Fleming was asked to get together a plan for equipment replacement on all town equipment and to get other quotes for a brusher/mower in additional to the Lulich Implement’s quotes.  The clerk will check out available terms for financing.  
DISCUSS COMPREHENSIVE PLANNING:  L. DeRemer informed the board that they have agreed to develop a survey for distribution to property owners.  The clerk presented F. Sevcik’s letter regarding doing a survey and P. Griepentrog’s letter regarding the definition of “best farm practices” which will be forwarded to the Comprehensive Plan Commission.  Sevcik, per his request, was given a copy of the Town Ordinance establishing the Plan Commission.  
DRIVEWAY ACCESS PERMITS:  None
CITIZENS CONCERNS:  R. Severt asked if Ordinance No. 80, “Loud and Unnecessary Noise Prohibited”, dated September 15, 2005 is currently in effect, which it is.  
CORRESPONDENCE:  Correspondence included Atty. Deda letter verifying his availability to attend the April 1, 2010 Special Board Meeting and April 19, 2010 mediation of the union contract, Crossroads newsletter, Sign Studio inquiry into if a permit is required to change the sign on the outside of the CenturyLink building, no permit is required and the board has no objection to the change, Ruder Ware announcement of a free “Annual Local Government Seminar” scheduled for April 27, 2010, PFACDC thank you letter for the town’s contribution of $1,250.00, and e-mail of the signed APAR with the Lac du Flambeau Band of Lake Superior Chippewa Indians that adds Twin Lakes Road in their road inventory.
