TOWN OF FIFIELD REGULAR BOARD MEETING

MINUTES OF April 1, 2010
ROLL CALL:  Meeting was brought to order on April 1, 2010 at 6:30 p.m. at the Fifield Town Hall.  Present:  D. Noetzel, J. Hintz, L. DeRemer, S. Putnam and 11 others.
MINUTES:  Motion (Hintz, DeRemer) to accept the minutes of the March 18, 2010 Regular Board meeting.  Motion approved.  
TOWN CREW REPORT:  T. Fleming reported the county will not lift weight limits until April 19th at the soonest, asked for and received permission to begin working 4 - 10 hour days starting the week of April 12th, and reported that the crew have been cleaning bridges, crack filling, doing sign work, and grading roads. 

DISCUSS HIRING FOR CRACK FILLING:  Presented were quotes for crack filling from Fahrner for 3,873 pounds at $1.22 per pound for a total estimated cost of $4,725 and American Pavement Solutions for 9,776 pounds at $1.19 per pound for a total estimated cost of $11,633.44.  Motion (DeRemer, Hintz) to hire Fahrner for crack filling in 2010.  Motion approved.  Roll call vote:  DeRemer – aye, Hintz – aye, Noetzel – aye.  Motion approved.     
FIRE DEPARTMENT REPORT:  W. Felch, Fire Dept. #1 reported on a wheel barrow fire, car accident by Price Lakes Road and an assist to Rose Wreath in Phillips where 5 acres were burned, the breaks are being repaired on one of the fire trucks, and T. Petroski will be repainting the interior of the fire hall.  In T. Mantor’s absence, no Fire Dept. #2 report was given.  
BID OPENING FOR BLACKTOPPING PROJECTS FOR 2010:  Bids were received from American Asphalt for 3231 tons at $48.30 per ton for a total cost of $156,057.30 and Pitlick and Wick, Inc. for 3,225 tons at $55.85 per ton for a total cost of $182,716.25 (including prep work of $2,600).  Motion (DeRemer, Hintz) to accept American Asphalt’s bid of $156,057.30.  Roll call vote:  DeRemer – aye, Hintz – aye, Noetzel – aye.  Motion approved.
DISCUSS BRUSHER/MOWER PURCHASE AND FIVE YEAR EQUIPMENT REPLACEMENT PLAN:  The board reviewed the “Estimated Highway Construction and Equipment Budget” plan for years 2010 to 2016 presented by T.  Fleming.  Fleming was instructed to get definite pricing on a new brusher/mower.  
SET DATE FOR ANNUAL ROAD TOUR:  The annual road tour was set for Thursday, April 8, 2010 beginning at 9:00 a.m. the Fifield Town Hall.
DISCUSS LABUDDA LETTER REGARDING ASSESSOR CRITERIA:  J. LaBudda expressed his desire for the board to use the Wisconsin Department of Revenue’s criteria for assessors, have the town’s attorney evaluate the assessor’s contract and form a committee of the board and three citizens to select the town assessor.  

DISCUSS CRISPELL-SNYDER E-MAIL REGARDING WI DOC YEARLY HOUSING REHABILITATION GRANT LOTTERY:  Presented was an e-mail from Crispell-Snyder notifying the board that the WI DOC is accepting applications for its yearly housing rehabilitation grant lottery.  The board instructed the clerk to submit an application and send the required letter of intent.  

DISCUSS R. SEVERT LETTER:  Reviewed was the R. Severt letter filing a formal complaint and asking various agencies to inspect the Durand Companies property and issue appropriate citations.  The clerk was instructed to send a letter from the Town of Fifield to each agency also asking them to inspect the property, to follow their policies and procedures if any violations exist, and to notify the town of their findings and any action taken.  Motion (Hintz, DeRemer) to authorize the Chairman to sign the letters being sent to Price County Zoning, Price County Sheriff’s Department, Price County Zoning Committee, Price County Health Department and the DNR regarding inspection of the Durand Companies property.  Motion approved.  
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DRIVEWAY ACCESS PERMITS:  Motion (DeRemer, Hintz) to approve the Driveway Access Permit for Lance and Lisa Black on King Fisher Lane.  Motion approved.
CITIZENS CONCERNS:  F. Sevcik had questions on the town’s Comprehensive Plan Commission Ordinance No. 89.  The subject will be placed on next meeting’s agenda for discussion.

CORRESPONDENCE:  Correspondence included a thank you card from the Chequamegon School District bus drivers,  USDA Forest Service notice of 2010 Motor Vehicle Use Map (MVUM) Update with the internet website where it can be viewed, Northwoods Cooperative Weed Management Area notice of a series of upcoming workshops regarding invasive species, WI DOT notice for accepting applications for the 2011-2014 Highway Safety Improvement Program (HSIP), Price County Highway Commission notice that 2009-2010 biennial bridge inspections must be completed by May 31, 2010 and submitted to the Commissioner by December 31, 2010 for which T. Fleming was instructed to contact S E H to conduct the inspections, WTA letter asking every town chairman to call their State Senator and ask them to vote yes on AB260 prohibiting cities and villages from denying plats in the town on the basis of potential land uses, Fabco’s invitation to their 22nd Annual Season Opener, US Census Bureau challenge to help boost the mail back participation rates in the community, Boy Scouts of American Certificate of Insurance for the bell monument project they are building at the Forest Home Cemetery, copy of a “Wholesaler’s Report of Delinquent Retail Licensee” filed by Badger West, American Appliance Buyers solicitation, and Timber Cutting Notice/Permits for 2010 for W. Westphal, T. Kelnhofer and D. Schmidt.  
Review Invoices:  Invoices were reviewed. Motion (DeRemer, Hintz) to accept invoices for payment.  Motion approved.
