
Fifield Sanitary District Commission Meeting Minutes of Wednesday, April 14, 2010
Present: B Felch, D Pritzl, D Dunakin, D Ocker, C Kawleski, and 3 members of the public:  D. Haase, T and M Nicholls.
The meeting was called to order at 6 pm on Wednesday, April 14 at the Fifield Town Hall.  The agenda for the meeting was posted in 3 locations at least 24 hours prior to the meeting.

Minutes:  The minutes of the March 10 regular meeting were presented, and a motion was made to approve the minutes as presented (Pritzl/Felch).  Motion approved.  
Operator's Report:  Meters have been read for the first quarter, and problems were encountered with approximately 5 meters.  They will be replaced with new meters.  Fleming and Ocker attended a seminar in March regarding maintenance of ponds and lagoons.  Flushing of mains and hydrants will be done at the beginning of May.  The inspection done every 3 years by the DNR is pending and will be scheduled with Bill Dobbins.
Financial Report:  As of 3/31/10, the balance in the general checking account was $191,721.45.  The aggregate CD balance remains $215,769.11.  Motion was made to accept the financial report for February as presented (Pritzl/Felch).  Motion approved.  
Sewer Extension Project Update:  Response from the DNR’s Clean Water Fund Program was submitted for review along with loan rate quotes from First National Bank and Associated Bank.  Kawleski presented the Board with the checklist required by Rural Development for the pre-application process.  She is still working on the application.  Request was made for Kawleski to confirm with the PSC how water extensions costs are to be shared among the customers it serves. 
Review Annual Audit Results:  Tabled pending receipt of results.
Review Water Tower Inspection Quotes:  Two additional quotes have been received.  Ocker will check the references on Water Tower Clean & Coat Inc, and Kawleski will obtain additional information regarding the diving techniques used by Liquid Engineering Corporation.  This will be placed on the next agenda.
Correspondence:  E-newsletters from WRWA were distributed.
Other Business:  No other business was discussed.
Invoices: Invoices were reviewed, and checks 3965 through 3981 were signed.  Checks 3963 and 3964 were signed on 3/24/10 to ensure timely payment of invoices.
