TOWN OF FIFIELD REGULAR BOARD MEETING

MINUTES OF April 15, 2010
ROLL CALL:  Meeting was brought to order on April 15, 2010 at 6:30 p.m. at the Fifield Town Hall.  Present:  D. Noetzel, J. Hintz, L. DeRemer, S. Putnam and 17 others. 
MINUTES:  Motion (Hintz, DeRemer) to accept the minutes of the April 1, 2010 Town Board regular meeting.  Motion approved.  
TOWN CREW REPORT: T. Fleming reported that D. Gustafson, S E H will be inspecting the town’s bridges, including Sailor Creek Bridge even though it is scheduled for replacement this year, road postings will be taken off of town roads on Monday except for Bay, Dam and Brahmstadt which will come off a week later, G. Rasmussen informed him that the town does not have to replant trees to replace the ones cut during right of way mowing along his property, Fleming has completed the DNR permits required for the work on Shady Knoll Road Project #3, and the crew attended the M-SHA Refresher training course.  
TREASURER’S REPORT:  The clerk presented and the board accepted the treasurer’s report for March, 2010.

PRICE COUNTY HISTORICAL SOCIETY REQUEST FOR HELP WITH CLEARING LOT BEHIND OLD SCHOOL MOMUMENT:  J. Movrich, President B. Brayton, J. Gibeaut of the Price County Historical Society and R. Plant of the Old School Memorial Committee were present to ask if the town would, if approved at the Price County Historical Society’s quarterly meeting, clear out the brush behind the Old School Monument and lay out a two car parking area.  A concrete sidewalk leading to the monument would be funded through the Old School Memorial Committee.  B. Brayton noted that the deed transferring the lots from the town to the Historical Society has not yet been recorded.   T. Fleming thought it may take one or two days for the crew to do this and would use about 50 yards of crushed gravel.  The board gave their approval to work with the Price County Historical Society and the Old School Memorial Committee on this project.     
DISCUSS QUOTES FOR NON-HAZARDOUS WASTE COLLECTION:  A revised quote was received from Waste Management.  The board reviewed all quotes.  Motion (Hintz, DeRemer) to accept the five year contract with Waste Management for Non Hazardous Waste collection, exercising the option to buy the compactors for $1 each.  Motion approved.  Waste Management agreed to service the compactors one more time and train the town crew before the town purchases them.   
DISCUSS PURCHASE OF BRUSHER/MOWER:  Lulich Implement and Northland Lawn and Tractor presented quotes of $74,955 (New Holland) and $74,156 (John Deere) respectively.  The quote for the diamond mower attachments is $55,891.  Motion (L. DeRemer, Hintz) to purchase the New Holland tractor from Lulich Implement at a price of $74,955.  Roll call vote:  DeRemer- aye, Hintz – aye, Noetzel – aye.  Motion approved.  Motion (Hintz, DeRemer) to contract with Diamond for the brusher/mower attachments including installation at a price of $55,891.  Roll call vote:  DeRemer – aye, Hintz – aye, Noetzel - aye.  Motion approved.  T. Fleming asked and received permission to inspect the tractor and mower before it leaves the Diamond factory in Sioux Falls, South Dakota.  Expenses would be travel costs from Fifield to La Crosse, WI.  He then would travel with a Diamond Rep.   
DISCUSS COMPREHENSIVE PLANNING AND ORDINANCE NO 89 COMPREHENSIVE PLAN COMMISSION:  The Comprehensive Plan Commission Ordinance was reviewed and questions addressed from those in attendance.  
APPOINT PLAN COMMISSION MEMBER – E. GIBEAUT TERM EXPIRING APRIL 30, 2010:  Plan Commission Chairman L. DeRemer announced that E. Gibeaut has agreed to serve another term on the commission.  After input from those in attendance, the board instructed the clerk to run an ad in the newspaper announcing the opening for a plan commission member in order to solicit more candidates.  A special board meeting was scheduled for April 30, 2010 at 11:00 a.m. at the Fifield Town Hall to appoint a member to the commission. .   
DRIVEWAY ACCESS PERMITS:  None
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CITIZENS CONCERNS:  N. Sevcik questioned how the town could afford a brusher/mower.  The board reviewed the five year plan for road and equipment expenditures that was developed that incorporated the purchase of the brusher/mower and explained the importance of maintaining and consequences of failing to maintain ditches and right of ways.  J. Severt commented on her dissatisfaction with the way a low traffic road near Davis Road had been brushed.  
CORRESPONDENCE:  Correspondence included Price County Chapter WTA notice of quarterly meeting which Noetzel and Hintz will attend, reminder of WTA Spring 2010 Highway Workshops which D. Noetzel and J. Hintz will attend at the Minocqua location, NWRPC 2009 CEDS Completed Projects Information and 2010-2012 CEDS New Projects Information forms to be completed and returned by May 1, 2010, Upper Chippewa Invasive Species Cooperative solicitation of potential invasive species control projects for the 2011 grant cycle, WI DOT notice of policy changes to agreements for local units of government working on their local highway system using federal funds, notice that the Long company is again doing crack filling, Central Culvert & supply, LLC solicitation, copy of Atty. Deda letter to Laurie Millot, WERC presenting the town’s Final Best Offer regarding union contract mediation, copy from Badger West of Wholesaler’s Report of payment in Full by Delinquent Retail Licensee, and a phone call from J. Severt on Saturday morning that Durand Companies were making noise.  
Review Invoices:  Invoices were reviewed.  Motion (Hintz, DeRemer) to accept invoices for payment.  Motion approved.
