TOWN OF FIFIELD REGULAR BOARD MEETING

MINUTES OF May 6, 2010
ROLL CALL:  Meeting was brought to order on May 6, 2010 at 6:35 p.m. at the Fifield Town Hall.  Present:  D. Noetzel, J. Hintz, L. DeRemer, S. Putnam and 11 others.
MINUTES:  Motion (Hintz, DeRemer) to accept the minutes of the April 15, 2010 Regular and April 1, 8, 19, and 30, 2010 Special Board meetings.  Motion approved.  
TOWN CREW REPORT:  T. Fleming reported that work has been done to replace the sidewalk on W. Central Ave. by Kountry Kafe, Movrich Park has been opened for the season, the no wake buoys were put out on the Pike Lake Chain of Lakes, brushing out of the area behind the Old School Monument has been done with a change in plans - no parking area will be developed, and the high winds have been causing more work for the crew. 
FIRE DEPARTMENT REPORT:  W. Felch, Fire Dept. #1 reported activity that included power line fires and a car accident, it will cost approximately $1,100 to fix a problem with the pump and replace valves on the lead engine, he would like to purchase a yearly contract for pump maintenance that will cost $550/year for the lead engine and $520/year for the other engine which he will budget for next year and inform Department #2 Chief of the service option, noticed while burning grass this spring that there are some trees long E. Central that are dying which the board agreed are a hazard and should be cut, and the department is busy getting ready for the lawnmower races on May 30, 2010.  In T. Mantor’s absence, D. Noetzel reported on activity that included several med and mutual aid structure fire calls. 
SIGN 2010-2012 INTERNATIONAL UNION OF OPERATING ENGINEERS COLLECTIVE BARGAINING AGREEMENT:  The final contract has not yet been received therefore no action was taken.  
APPROVE PICNIC LICENSES FOR LAWNMOWER RACES, FIFIELD PICNIC AD PIKE LAKE FUN DAY:  Motion (Hintz, DeRemer) to approve Temporary Class “B”/”Class B licenses for the Fifield Fire Department #1 May 30th and July 11th Lawnmower Races at the Fifield Race Track and July 10th Fifield Picnic at Movrich Park and Fifield Fire Department #2 September 5th Pike Lake Fun Day at the Pike Lake Fire Hall.  Motion approved. 
SET DATE FOR BOARD OF REVIEW:  Peterson Appraisals, Inc. has set a date for Open Book of May 26, 2010 from 3:30 to 5:30 p.m.  The board set June 3, 2010 at 6:25 as the first Board of Review meeting in order to meet the 30 day requirement for holding the first meeting   The Board of Review will then be adjourned to a later date of June 16, 2010 from 4:00 to 6:00 p.m. to meet the 15 day after Open Book minimum requirement. The clerk was instructed to contact A. Romportl, Supervisor, Equalization Section, Wisconsin Department of Revenue regarding attending a meeting to explain the equalization process to property owners. The clerk will also see if the state has any information regarding criteria or guidelines for hiring assessors.

PRICE COUNTY ZONING RESPONSE TO BOARD LETTER REGARDING DURAND PROPERTY:  The clerk read a letter from K. Krause, P C Zoning Administrator informing the town that any action taken on the Durand Companies matter will more than likely be disclosed to the public at the May 13, 2010 Zoning Meeting.
CONTINENTAL WESTERN GROUP – REJECTION OF MEDICAL PAYMENTS COVERAGE/UNINSURED MOTORIST COVERAGE AND UNDERINSURED MOTORISTS COVERAGE – EXCESS:  Because M. Enders from Fidelity Insurance was not yet present, a Motion (DeRemer, Hintz) to move on with the agenda and address the insurance issue when Enders arrives.  Motion approved. 
DRIVEWAY ACCESS PERMITS:  Motion (DeRemer, Hintz) to approve the Driveway Access Permit for Jan Whitcomb and Joan Koeppel on Caro Lane.  Motion approved.
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CONTINENTAL WESTERN GROUP – REJECTION OF MEDICAL PAYMENTS COVERAGE/UNINSURED MOTORIST COVERAGE AND UNDERINSURED MOTORISTS COVERAGE – EXCESS:  M. Enders, Fidelity Insurance Agency, explained the changes in Wisconsin law that may affect the town’s coverage and premiums.  Medical coverage, unless rejected, would increase from $1,000 to $10,000.  Uninsured/Underinsured Motorists could be stacked for triple coverage.  The town’s policies renew in June, Enders will get back to the board with what the additional premiums will be if these coverage are not rejected.  

CITIZENS CONCERNS:  F. Sevcik noted that the Forest Service is helping the Town of Eisenstein stump along their town right of way on Shady Knoll Road and was wondering why they do not do this for Fifield.  T. Fleming noted that they have helped on Pike Lake Club, Springstead and Fishtrap Roads and also contributed $180,000 toward paving of Shady Knoll Road.  
CORRESPONDENCE:  Correspondence included Point of Origin newsletter, town’s copy of the Diamond Mower contract, DNR Order from the DNR dealing with Plum Creek Land Company managed Forest Law land being transferred to Northwoods ATPLP, Public Service Commission letter in regard to a new biomass facility being located in the Village of Rothschild, Marathon County, Precour Insurance e-mail noting that a request has been made to list the Town of Fifield as an additional insured for Durand Rolloff and Recycling, copies of documents from Atty. B. Marshall transferring three lots to the Price County Historical Society,  invitation to attend a Labor Law Clinic, copy of Price County Board’s Resolution 18-10, “Opposition to WI Department of Revenue’s County Assessment Proposal”, copy of Atty. D. Deda’s request to R. Patrow, Union Rep. to send him a copy of the mediated contract for his review, Price County Historical Society letter detailing change of plans for developing two parking spaces behind the Old Fifield School Monument, and an e-mail from Rural Insurance wondering if the town would be taking quotes for insurance at this time, 
Review Invoices:  Invoices were reviewed. Motion (DeRemer, Hintz) to accept invoices for payment.  Motion approved.
